The target areas were the East and West Banks of
New Orleans —an impoverished, diverse
community—and the target audience for
Missionaries Marcos & Maria Elena Acosta (East
bank) & Rafael & Maria Herrera (West bank).

After a van break down, a rain storm, and
showers upon our arrival to Louisiana, it looked
more like a scene from “mission impossible.”
Despite the rain, we kept our eye on the task at
hand and made a conscious decision to put our
faith in action. We arrived to the site, unloaded the
equipment, and began to set up for the outreach.
Miraculously as we put our faith and obedience in
action, the rain stopped! The last day while we
were singing "Nothing Is Impossible" with the
children--the dark clouds parted and a ray of
sunlight beamed down on us all. It was amazing!! It
was God'’s way of assuring us that nothing would
