Recouping Disability Severance Pay When a Veteran Received Such Pay For Only Some of His or Her Service Connected Disabilities

If a Veteran received disability severance pay for some, but not all, of his or her service connected disabilities, VA must pay the Veteran the full amount of compensation that he or she is entitled to for the nonseverance disabilities, including any additional amounts for dependents.  

Accordingly, if the combined evaluation of a Veteran’s nonseverance disabilities supports the Veteran’s full monthly rate of VA compensation, VA must pay the full amount, without any withholding to recoup severance pay.
