he word “dictate” means to speak or read 
(something) aloud for someone else to write 
down. The word “secretary” comes from a Me-

dieval Latin word meaning “one entrusted with secrets.” 
 
During court proceedings, a judge may order the court 
stenographer to read back spoken testimony. It is read 
back verbatim, or, word for word.  
 
Now God, who at sundry times (various times) and in di-
vers manners (in many ways) SPOKE in time past unto 
the fathers (Israel) by the prophets, has in these last 
days SPOKEN unto us by his Son (Read Hebrews 1:1 & 2).   
 
Yes, God spoke, but organized religion DOES NOT BE-
LIEVE THAT, and has changed the truth of God into a 
LIE (Romans 1:25), using translations crafted by men 
to ensure mankind's dependence on their religious ma-
chine instead of God.  
 
There is only ONE WAY for man to “understand” the 
Word of the Living God: “...if thou shalt confess with thy 
mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that

with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the 

mouth confession is made unto salvation” (Romans 10:9-
10).  
 
God then puts within you His Spirit which will lead and 
guide you into ALL truth (John 16:13). You will not 
need a “man” to “teach” you, but the Holy Ghost will be 
your teacher until you go home to your heavenly Father 
(1 John 2:27). 
 
These are the “days” our God spoke of: “...I will send a 
famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for wa-

ter, but of hearing the words of the Lord: And they shall 

wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the east, 

they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the Lord, and 

shall not find it” (Amos 8:11-12).  
 
No wonder organized religions, cults, and many other 
organizations are so alarmed that you just might believe 
the gospel by faith, and trust God only to lead and guide 
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 Amos 8:11 “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord God, that I will send a famine in the 

land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the Lord:”  

you into the knowledge of God. They 
know that they would loose their control 
over you...and your pocket book (2 Pe-
ter 2:1-3). 

 
So I’m warning all who have 
ears to hear, “get rid” of these 
substitutes of the Word or God, 

and let God teach you 
His precious Word by 
FAITH, “...for whatsoever 
is not of faith is 

sin” (Romans 14:23).
