	2nd/3rd: We will have a spelling test this week on Friday. In science, we are starting on Earth Science. We're focusing on resources 
and technology. In history, we are working on communities, focusing on different cultures. In math, we're on factorial ordering and 
decimals.

4th/5th: 4th and 5th graders were given Spelling Bee words today. They will be tested over 10 words weekly along with their regular 
Spelling words. The students that spell the most Spelling Bee words correctly over the next 8 weeks will get to represent their class at 
the Spelling Bee in Clinton. Students were given time last Friday to choose a book for our Cereal Box book reports that will be due at 
the end of the month. These books must be read by next Wed. February 12th so students have time to type the book report and make 
their box. Students will need to bring in a cereal box by next Friday, Feb. 14th. In Math, both grades will have a test on Wed. In 
Science, 4th graders will be measuring matter with a gram scale and 5th graders will be reading about simple machines. In Social 
Studies, 4th graders will finish Ch. 6 and test on Thursday and 5th grade will be reading about the Underground Railroad.

6th/7th/8th: In reading, students are using various story elements to get MAP practice in citing text evidence in supporting your 
answer. Also, students are getting practice in answering question sets based on more than one passage. In math, sixth grade is looking 
at various methods for reducing before multiplying fractions and learning about angle measurements. Seventh grade is learning about 
the nature of ratios and memory aids which help with addition of signed numbers. Eighth grade is applying part/whole relationships 
to tougher problems and using proportions with similar triangles. As we approach the mid-quarter, please keep in communication 
with your children about how book reports are coming along.

NURSE TIP: #5-Hand warmers are usually provided in a small convenient pack for gloves or pockets to keep hands toasty while 
outside in the cold. Popular hand warmers, such as HotHands, are made of iron powder, water, salt, activated charcoal, and 
vermiculite. These ingredients react together when exposed to air to cause the warming sensation. A common question is, "what 
happens when they accidentally break open or are chewed on by a curious child." Due to the iron content, there is a potential for 
toxicity although this is not expected from the usual small exposure to the product. Symptoms of iron toxicity may include persistent 
vomiting, abdominal pain, and blood in the vomit.  -Nurse Amber
