“horse” an instrument of war. 

When Jesus spoke to the multitudes of 
people by the sea side who had gath-
ered to hear him, he said, “...He that hath 
EARS to hear, let him HEAR” (MARK 1:1-9).  

But when he was alone, his disciples 
asked, “Why speakest thou unto them in 
parables” (MATTHEW 13:10). Jesus said, 
“Unto you it is GIVEN to know the mys-
tery of the kingdom of God: but unto 
them that are WITHOUT, all these 
things are done in parables:  

“That SEEING they may see, and not 
PERCEIVE [TO KNOW]; and HEARING 
they may hear, and not UNDERSTAND 
[COMPREHEND]; lest at any time they 
should be converted, and their sins 
should be forgiven them” (MARK 4:11, 12). 

PRIDE separates us from God, as with 
the multitudes mentioned above, be-
cause they came to God SEEING, in-
stead of admitting their BLINDNESS; 
and HEARING, instead of admitting 
their own lack of knowledge, for “God 
resisteth the proud, but giveth grace 
unto the humble” (JAMES 4:6). 

The next event to occur since the birth of 
Jesus Christ in Bethlehem will be the 
catching away of the Bride of Christ into 
the air: “...then we...shall be CAUGHT 
UP together with them IN THE AIR: and 
so shall we ever be with the Lord” (1THES. 
4:17). 

If YOU are NOT born again, you can be 
right now: believe God when He de-
clares that “ALL [YOU & I] have sinned, 
and come short of the glory of 
God” (ROMANS 3:23). Tell God you are 
sorry and ask Him to save you. 

Because soon, “The righteous perisheth, and 
NO MAN layeth it to heart: and merciful 
men are taken away, NONE CONSIDER-
ING that the righteous is taken away from 
THE EVIL TO COME” (ISAIAH 57:1). 

N oah preached 120 years of a 
coming flood, yet only eight 
souls entered into the Ark. 
The rest of all humanity 

chose to be on they OUTSIDE of the 
Ark, and they drowned. 

When Lot was told of the coming de-
struction of Sodom, he “...went out, 
and spake unto his sons in law, which 
married his daughters, and said, Up, 
get you out of this place; for the LORD 
will destroy this city. But HE SEEMED 
AS ONE THAT MOCKED unto his sons 
in law” (GEN 19:14). 

But the FIRE and BRIMSTONE did 
come, and burned up Lot’s sons in law, 
and everyone else, not just in Sodom, 
but also in Gomorrah: “Then the LORD 
rained upon Sodom and upon Gomor-
rah BRIMSTONE AND FIRE from the 
LORD out of heaven; And he overthrew 
those CITIES, and ALL THE PLAIN, 
and ALL THE INHABITANTS of the 
cities, and THAT WHICH GREW upon 
the ground...the smoke of the country 
went up as THE SMOKE OF A FUR-
NACE” (GEN 19:24-25, 28). 

All believers, such as Noah and Lot, 
are in the world as lighthouses to warn  

 

others of the CONSEQUENCES they 
face IF, through unbelief, they “...FALL 
INTO THE HANDS of a LIVING 
GOD” (HEBREWS 10:31).   

Just as in the days of Noah and Lot, peo-
ple today still REFUSE to consider the 
times they are living in, such as the tur-
moil in Egypt, Yemen, and Jordon; and 
the worldwide storms that are destroy-
ing, among other things, CROPS. 

The governments 
of the earth are in 
the mist of 
CHANGE, posi-
tioning them-
selves for the 
arrival of the Man 

of Sin (2 THES. 2:3), the False Prophet (REV. 
16:13), and the Dragon (REV. 12). These com-
ing changes are found here: “...And I saw, 
and behold a WHITE horse: and he that sat 
on him had a bow; and a crown was given 
unto him: and he went forth conquering, and 
to conquer...And there went out another 
horse that was RED..a BLACK horse; and 
he that sat on him had a pair of balances in 
his hand...a PALE horse: and his name that 
sat on him was Death, and Hell followed 
with him” (REV 6:1-8). 

Notice, there are four horses, the num-
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
