TIPS FOR SELECTING NOZZLES - BROADACRE

Often a single nozzle will not be able to do all of the spray tasks that the operator may require, however with at least
two well chosen nozzles most operations should be able to be completed.

It is useful for applicators to consider the range of jobs they may do throughout the season, and group similar jobs
by application volume and spray quality required. The diagram below summarises this for either high or low volume
applications, with either a coarse or larger spray quality or a medium spray quality.

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SPRAYING IN STUBBLE

Stubble retention is an important strategy for conserving
soil moisture. When combined with narrower row
spacings or increased harvest heights, the remaining
stubble can present a challenge to gaining effective
spray coverage onto the soil or onto weeds in fallow
and in crop.

To optimise spray coverage in the lower parts of
the stubble and onto the soil it may be useful for the
applicator to use water sensitive paper (WSP) to
determine where the droplets are landing.

Spray coverage can be assessed by measuring the
percentage of the WSP that is covered by using the
SNAPCARD APP which is free to download.

NOZZLE SELECTION AND SPRAYING

SPRAYING SMALL TARGETS

In broadacre spraying the applicator can adjust the
spray coverage by changing droplet size and/or the
water volume. The ability to hit small targets can be
increased with higher water volumes or by producing
more droplets, such as a medium spray quality versus a
coarse (where permitted on label). If only few droplets
hit a target, then using robust product rates increase the
likelihood of delivering the lethal dose. In general, if
coverage on small targets critical for the mode of action,
such as contact herbicides, then increasing the water
rate is more efficient than using smaller droplets.

To optimise application when targeting small grasses it
is advisable to increase water rates, regardless of the

spray quality or chemistry.

If the water rate used is too low (50-70 L/ha) a
MEDIUM spray quality is likely to be more successful
than a COARSE spray quality — but only under ideal
conditions. Adverse weather conditions, such as
inappropriate wind speeds or heat, smaller droplets
may reduce the overall level of control compared to that
of a COARSE spray quality.

CHECKING SPRAY COVERAGE

The appearance of a spray cloud interacting with

the canopy does not provide accurate indications
about coverage achieved in the canopy. More often
than not the perception of the human eye is not even
close to the real coverage achieved. For example, the
plumes of high volume applications will generally look
reassuringly better than the hardly visible plumes from
low volume applications. Yet, coverage with the lower
volume is often equivalent or even better.

Hard to cover surfaces may not allow deposition and
what looks superficially like an effective plume may
not translate into actual coverage. Therefore, for any
realistic assessment of spray coverage it becomes
imperative to create some unbiased standard with the
help of spray indicators.

CLAY MARKERS

Their main use pattern is to protect fruits and leaves
from sun burn. By far the most visible residues are
produced by Surround which makes it an excellent
product for the assessment of coverage. Spraying with
Surround provides the advantage to see coverage
over the entire canopy as a whole as well as in detail.
Uneven banding or shading in the canopy can be
picked up very effectively. Surround is the best method
to demonstrate excessive run-off.

An assessment can be carried out soon after
application, once the clay marker has dried. The
sprayer can be modified according to shortcomings.
This continuous workflow makes working on the set-up
very effective.

A good visual spray indicator rate is 1.25kg/100 litre
dilute volume. If a concentrate spray volume is used the
x-factor rules must be applied.

WATER SENSITIVE PAPER

Water sensitive paper has the advantage that it is
very easy to handle (but watch out for moisture) and
store (used and unused) which make it an ideal tool
for documentation. It can be assessed straight after
the application and like clay, it is excellent to be
incorporated into the work flow of the set-up.

It provides only a small snapshot of the canopy
target and great care needs to be taken to produce
a representative standard when placing the papers
info the canopy. As a rule of thumb, if three out of
ten papers show inadequate coverage the set-up
needs improvement.

FLUORESCENT DYE

The glow of fluorescent dye in the light of a fluorescent
torch under dark conditions can be quite spectacular.
Even the tiniest droplets show up. The observer needs a
fluorescent torch. Assessments are normally carried out
in the night which makes it difficult to change set-ups
on the go. Alternatively, leaves and fruits can be
picked after application and observed in a darkroom

during the day.

Nozzle orifices are produced with different materials,
the most durable of them being ceramic, followed by
steel and various polymers. Nozzles with brass orifices
are made from the least durable material.

accordingly. However, they will cause under supply

to the rest of the nozzles to adjust for the extra output of
the worn nozzles. Again, this may result in an uneven
spray pattern.

Worn or damaged nozzles will produce an uneven
spray pattern with serious implications for efficacy.
Worn or damaged nozzles in spray units without an
automatic rate controller will increase the output, spoil
calibration, and may create unnecessary extra costs
due to over application.

Nozzles should be checked for wear at least once per
season. As a rule of thumb, nozzles made from durable
plastic will need replacement every two years, nozzles
with steel orifices should be replaced every three years
and nozzles with ceramic tips should be replaced
every four to five years.

Most new sprayers have rate controllers that will
compensate by measuring liquid flow and adjust

These time frames will decrease with heavy use,
especially when spraying abrasive chemicals.
