Weekly Devotional 3-27-2011 That Still Small Voice
This week on (3-24-2011) I was put in a situation where the police were involved. On my way home from school I was debating going over and checking on this elderly couple I have adopted. A voice kept telling me, “no don’t go there you can do it tomorrow,” but another voice was telling me, “GO!” I listened to the second one and it was exactly what God had planned. I have this elderly couple that I go over and check on and do things for. I only met them three weeks ago! I had been praying for God to bring me someone to help, but I never knew it would turn out like it has. You see he has dementia and heart problems, and she is deaf which makes their relationship very dysfunctional. They have been married 65 years this year, he is 80 something and she is approximately the same age, I just love them with all my heart. Well I went over there today, and making a long story short they had an argument and he got upset with her, but he did not hurt her. He left the house afterwards, driving when he should not be. He was missing for three hours and we were all very concerned. The police were called before I got there, and when he returned the police and I were there. My truck was parked in the driveway; the policeman was outside when he pulled in and saw him crash right into my truck. The damage is not bad, but still it showed he is incapable of driving. I had already called their adult children (who live in Abilene) and told them what was happening and that the police were looking for their father just for safety sake, he was not in trouble. 
The officer talked with him outside while I was inside with her. Then when they came in I was able to go outside and see my truck. The damage was: I could live with it. It didn’t make my truck not run, it was a little dent and scratched. I said I did not want to make a report.  But after an about an hour I felt the LORD telling me to file a report and get the insurance company involved because it may save someone’s life, maybe even a child’s.  So I did as uncomfortable as it was for me, and this gentleman was upset at me because I did. The point of telling this story is: I did not want to go over there, but I did. If I had not he would still be driving and hurt himself or someone else. The other point is that now other people and family are involved, this couple has more people looking out for them. PRAISE GOD!! The plan was for them to go visit with their oldest daughter, but neither one of them want to leave their home or feel like they are losing their independence.  I hurt so much for this couple because you cannot imagine what it is like to grow old and begin to lose your independence until it happens to you. Besides, you hurt for the children who have to step in and make decisions against the parent’s wants and desires. It is very SAD when our parents get old and we have to make decisions for them that hurt them and us, but it is for their best good.  I will never experience this kind of situation because I don’t have parents to take care of. However, my heart goes out to all who do! 
God calls us to honor our parents (the Fifth Commandment) even if the relationship is not what you wish it would be. God also calls us in Galatians 6:2 to “carry one and others burdens in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.” We are called to care for each other no matter what the circumstance may be, that is “true” 1st Corinthians 13 kind of LOVE!!!

Allow yourself to be put in situations that are uncomfortable, even those that hurt you, or that you know you may get your feelings hurt, if it is God’s will He will direct the circumstances. Remember we cannot see the future ending only He knows what He has planned.  Now, if you knew my history with police you would know this was “extremely” uncomfortable for me, I am terrified of police. I did not know what outcome God has planned. But the one thing I do know is if you don’t listen to that “Stronger” still small voice that says “you need to do this!” then you may never experience what God has called for you to do. Even if you are caught in the middle of the storms life don’t turn back, “keep your eye on the light” God will never let go of you!! Sometimes a little change in your perspective can open your eyes; something that seems “Small” can really be BIG! As for the outcome of my situation that I was extremely uncomfortable about, it has a great ending!  Now this couple will not be so alone and I will not worry about them, because I know that GOD has everything under control!! May all the Glory and Honor go to GOD!
