ABOUT OUR SCHOOL

Sun Touch Massage School is licensed by the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education, and is an assigned school for the National Certification Board for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork. Our school is located in Mayfield, Kentucky which is in the western tip of the state, approximately 30 miles from Illinois, Missouri, and Tennessee.

We offer a 600 hour program for Kentucky licensing requirements.  We also offer a 500 hour program for Tennessee, Illinois, Indiana, and Missouri.


The administrator, staff, and instructors are dedicated to staying current with the many advances in this important field.  They are all active in a massage practice or other types of bodywork.  You will receive personalized instruction from the dedicated, practicing health care professionals.  We emphasize extensive hands on experience.  

HOW TO REGISTER

Complete the application form enclosed.  Please be sure to fill out all requested information.  Include three letters of reference and a $50.00 application fee (non-refundable).

The Administrator and staff will review your application.  Approval for admission is granted or denied at the discretion of the Administrator.  When you are granted admission, you will be contacted for an appointment to complete your contract and discuss the payment schedule.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

An applicant must be at least 18 years of age, and have earned a high school diploma or its equivalent.  An applicant must be in good health and able to physically perform massage techniques.  Sun Touch Massage School admits people of any race, gender, sexual preference, national or ethnic origin to all rights, privileges, programs, and activities available at the school.
Applicants may be granted credit for previous education and training from an accredited or state licensed institution after a review of a transcript of credit(s).  There is no charge for this review and/or transfer.
LICENSING

You can apply for a state license after completing the required courses and passing a National Board exam. You can take the MBLEx exam at any time.    
POLICIES

Regular attendance is essential.  Missing more than 10% of any course is not satisfactory.  A student who must miss a class is required to call the school in advance of the scheduled class.  Absences of more than 10% will result in probation or dismissal from the program.  If you are dismissed there is no     re-entry into our program.
The VA students would follow the 75% attendance policy per month and probationary period ( one month), then re-evaluate at the end of the probationary period to ensure satisfactory attendance is being maintained. Unexcused absences totaling more than 2.25 days or 24 hours per month will result in probation period of 30 days. After 30 days School Administrator will make a decision regarding student's progress ( 70% grade point average and having acquired no more than 2 unexcused absences per month) to determine continuation in the program.
A student may schedule make-up work or a make-up class with an instructor; however, this will bring about an additional charge.  Students are responsible for all class materials and must make arrangements to obtain and complete missed assignments before the next class. 
Grading System/Academic Progress Evaluations are as follows:

All courses must be completed with a grade of 70% or higher.
Students are evaluated for Satisfactory Academic progress as follows: Massage Therapy 200 hours, 400 hours, 600 hours.
Late arrivals to class cause disruptions to the class and other students.  You will be considered tardy if you enter the class after the scheduled beginning time. Three instances of tardiness equals one unexcused absence. 
Students are expected to behave in a responsible manner at all times.  A student may be subject to dismissal for failure to meet the attendance policies; for attending Class under the influence of drugs or alcohol; for destruction or theft of school property or property of another student; for sexual misconduct of any kind; for cheating on an exam or project; or for providing false information to school personnel.
There is a policy regarding the process for filing a complaint with the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education.  The FORM TO FILE A COMPLAINT, PE-24 can be found on the website http://www.kcpe.ky.gov/
There is a Student Protection Fund that exists, along with a policy regarding the process for filing a claim against the Student Protection Fund.  The FORM FOR CLAIMS AGAINST THE STUDENT PROTECTION FUND can be found on the website http://www.kcpe.ky.gov/
Previous training and experience will be considered, and granted if appropriate for all eligible students. Veterans must submit a copy of their DD form 214, and all students must request that transcripts from all previous postsecondary schools attended be forwarded to the School Administrator for review.
PAYMENT INFORMATION

The total cost for the 600 hour Massage Therapy Program at Sun Touch is $ 9000 ($1500 per each 100 hours). This includes application fee, tuition, textbooks, student membership with ABMP and supplies.

Sun Touch Massage School accepts Visa, MasterCard, and Discover.  If you need to arrange financing with the school, please make an appointment with the Administrator.  A contract will be signed between the Administrator and student for each 100 hour block of classes.  

To drop a class and receive a refund of your deposit you must notify the Administrator at least 4 days before the class starts.  You may request a pro rated refund of tuition if you withdraw, drop out, or are expelled, before 25% of the class is completed.  After 25% is completed, there may be no refund.
GRADUATION  REQUIREMENTS

In order to graduate from the program, and receive a certificate, students must successfully complete the  required number of clock hours as specified in the catalog and on the contract, pass all written and practical examinations with a 70% or above average and satisfy all financial obligations to the School.
PLACEMENT ASSISTANCE


There are many opportunities for work with beauty salons, fitness centers, chiropractic offices, day spas, and those in private practice. Graduates are given first opportunity for all calls we receive from businesses seeking massage therapists.
TRANSCRIPT REQUEST


Students may request their transcript for hours completed by mail, email or telephone. A $20 fee must be paid in advance to Sun Touch Massage School.

TEXTBOOKS AND EQUIPMENT


Textbooks and equipment are available through the school.  Required textbooks are included in the cost of tuition. Textbooks may change from time to time - check with the school before purchasing books for classes. Courses required for licensure vary by state.
