1. And it came to pass, that, as the people pressed upon him to hear the word of God, he stood by the lake of Gennesaret,(sea of Galilee)2 And saw two ships standing by the lake: but the fishermen were gone out of them, and were washing their nets.3 And he entered into one of the ships, which was Simon's, and prayed him that he would thrust out a little from the land. And he sat down, and taught the people out of the ship.4 Now when he had left speaking, he said unto Simon, Launch out into the deep, and let down your nets for a draught.5 And Simon answering said unto him, Master, we have toiled all the night, and have taken nothing: nevertheless at thy word I will let down the net.6 And when they had this done, they inclosed a great multitude of fishes: and their net brake.7 And they beckoned unto their partners, which were in the other ship, that they should come and help them. And they came, and filled both the ships, so that they began to sink.8 When Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus' knees, saying, Depart from me; for I am a sinful man, O Lord.9 For he was astonished, and all that were with him, at the draught of the fishes which they had taken:10 And so was also James, and John, the sons of Zebedee, which were partners with Simon.    a. Baptizing them upon His authority - Mt 28:18-19
   b. Teaching them to observe what He commanded - Mt 28:20
   LET ME SEE THE HANDS OF ALL THE DISCIPLE OF JESUS IN THE HOUSE TODAY!!!!
2. Beloved The true mindset of a disciple was exposed when Jesus called Peter...

   a. When Jesus was teaching at the Sea of Gennesaret (Sea of Galilee)as we read 

      in scriptures the minds of all the disciples were being challenged.....Lk 5:1-3
   b. When Jesus called on Peter to let down the net his mindset was being 

      challenged, very profoundly and deep and it troubled peter!!! - Lk 5:4-5
   c. But Peter's mindset as a disciple was further exposed and challenged when 
      Jesus called on Peter to lay down his net - 
      Lk 5:10-11
Today the challenge and exposure of the mindset of a true disciple of Jesus will be examined by the HOLY SPIRIT OF GOD in the house.!!!
Topic.... THE MINDSET OF A TRUE DISCIPLE.

I. PETER'S WILLINGNESS TO DO THE LORD'S WORD
   A. The first thing is ....

      IN LETTING DOWN THE NET...
      1. Jesus instructed Peter to let down his net according to - Lk 5:4
      2. However,in the mindset of Peter, He did not think it would do any good - 
         Lk 5:5a
         In exposing the mind of Peter, just like many a disciple of Jesus 

         even today...

         a. Peter felt they had been fishing all night, and they had 
            caught absolutely  nothing!!!
           The problem here was that Peter's logic was now getting the better of 

           him, which is man's logic, 
           and unfortunately today many Christians have the same kind of  mentality...
         b. After all Wouldn't a fisherman know more about fishing than a

            carpenter?

            Beloved,

            It's no different with some of the mindset of some Christians.....

            The Dr's know what their doing??? 
            My Lawyer will handle it for me!!!

            The school system knows what's best for my kids!!

            My husband will work it out!

            My wife will handle it for me!!

            The mindset of many of God's children today rather trust the arm 
            of flesh than God!!

         c. Peter may have felt that common sense says there is no fish down there 
            at all, we'll just waste our time, we're all too tired, we just want 

            to get home, tomorrow's another day, it can wait, we'll catch a 

            good catch then, we'll come well prepared, we'll get better bait,
            Peter, no doubt had all these things attacking his mindset..... 
      3. Yet Peter said, "Nevertheless at Your word I will led down the net." - 
  Lk 5:5b
         a. Though he did not think it would work

         b. Though it defied common sense

      4. The result of doing the Lord's word - Lk 5:6-8
         a. The catch was overwhelming for one net, even for two boats

         b. Peter was made aware of his own sinfulness

      -- But Here we see the mindset of a true disciple: Peter recollected his 

         thoughts and said....  
"Nevertheless at Your

word I will..."
   B. IN LAYING DOWN THE NET...
      1. He and his co-workers were astonished at their success - Lk 5:

         9-10a
      2. Jesus reassured Peter, and then called him and his partners to

         follow Him - Lk 5:10b-11
         a. Though he did not think he could be any good ("I am a sinful

            man, O Lord!")

         b. Though it meant leaving behind a successful business and

            family

            1) Peter left his wife (for the time being) - cf. Lk 4:38;

               Lk 18:28; 1Co 9:5
            2) James and John left their father - cf. Mt 4:21-22
         c. Yet they left all and followed Him!

      3. The result of doing the Lord's word

         a. The Lord called them to even greater service - cf. Lk 6:

            13-14
         b. They would receive even greater rewards - cf. Lk 22:28-30
"Nevertheless at Your
word I will..."
[Peter, together with James and John, illustrate the attitude that must

characterize a true disciple of Jesus:  a willingness to do whatever the Lord

says, no matter the cost, even in circumstances when we don't understand why...]

II. HOW IS OUR WILLINGNESS TO DO THE LORD'S WORD
   A. BELOVED, IN BECOMING HIS DISCIPLE...
      1. We may not think we can do any good

         a. We might think we are too sinful, but Jesus calls sinners

            - cf. Lk 5:8,32
         b. Even the rankest of sinners can serve Him - cf. 1Co 6:9-11
      2. We are to follow Him above all (family, work, self)

         a. Jesus must come before family, even self - Lk 14:26; cf. Mt

            10:37
; Lk 9:23-26
         b. Jesus must come before work as well - Lk 14:16-24
      3. For those willing to follow Him, the rewards are great

         a. In this present time, much more! - Lk 18:28-30a
         b. In the age to come, eternal life! - Lk 18:30b
THE QUESTION IS STILL....
      -- Do we have the mindset to become a disciple AND SAY.....

"Nevertheless at Your

word I will..."
   B. IN BEING HIS TRUE DISCIPLE...WITH A PROPER MINDSET.....
      1. The Lord may ask us to do things we don't think will work

         a. Such as laying up treasure in heaven, instead of for self

            - Lk 12:15-21
         b. Such as seeking first the kingdom of God - Lk 12:22-34; cf.

            Mt 6:33
      2. The Lord may ask us to do things we don't yet understand

         a. Why be baptized for the remission of our sins? - Mk 16:16;

            Ac 2:38
         b. Why observe the Lord's Supper on the first day of the week?

            - Ac 20:7
         c. Why not to forsake the assembling of ourselves together?

            - He 10:25
         D. Why churches are not to be burdened by familial

            responsibilities? - 1Ti 5:16
      3. For those willing to obey Him, the rewards are great

         a. Our labor is not in vain - 1Co 15:58
         b. We can look forward  to great reward ("inherit the kingdom")

            - cf. Mt 25:34; 2Pe 1:11
      -- Is our mindset that of being a disciple that says.....

"Nevertheless at Your

word I will..."
