TITLE I TIP: 
The statement, “the more you read the better reader you will become” is a proven fact but choosing the right books for 
your child can be quite an undertaking. When you visit a library or bookstore, there are so many books that making the 
right choices can be tough. Listed below are some tips that can make the selection process much simpler and help 
motivate your child to become a better reader.
· Think about what interests your child, does he or she like space, dinosaurs, jokes, animals? Look for books that fit 
the interest of your child at that time.
· Did your child like a book character or author that he or she has read before? Look for more books by that author.

· Books you read as a child may also spark an interest to your child.

· Visit the fairytale section and find different retellings of the fairytales.

· Consider award-winning titles such as Caldecott (the best illustrations), the Newberys (best story of the year), the 
Building Block (best preschool book), the Show-Me readers (grades 1-3) and others. These are books that the 
students have loved.

· Choose books that have repeating text if your child is a beginner reader. These books will help your child read  
along with you.

· For more ideas, ask the school or public librarian for suggestions. Ask other kids the same age, what they like to 
read.

· Most importantly, involve your child in choosing books to read. They will choose books; you may not see. 
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
