Are you Snared or Are You Trusting God

Well praise God for this another opportunity to bring honor to His name on these airwaves of W.A.V.S Radio station. I pray God will bless you, you, and you as you listen attentatively to this servants voice. This is Minister/Evangelist Carlos Sepulveda of Grace Church of the First Born we are located at 18201 NW 37th ave other wise known as Douglas Rd. near the corner of 183 st. In Carol city, Ft. Lauderdale Fl. Now let us get into God’s word and Devotional for this morning. I’ll be reading 1 scripture out of Proverbs…

Scripture Reading.

Proverbs 29:25……. The fear of man bringeth a snare: but whoso putteth his trust in the LORD shall be safe.

Prayer….

Beloved, A snare is a like a noose that is used for catching an animal.  Fear will cause you to be snared or trapped, just like an animal.

I had a friend in California who had a very large Almond tree in his yard, which the squirrels regularly visited and they stole all the nuts.  One day he cut many of the branches and left but a few which would continue to bloom and put forth their fruits. Then one day he put a large mesh wire around the entire tree to save the nuts from the squirrels, but it did not seem to bother the squirrels at all.  So he consulted the local ASPCA animal control center and they informed him to get a trap and set it near the tree with some bait.  Finally he got a trap and set it up on the roof right next to the nut tree.  I remember him catching so many squirrels that we didn’t think there were any more left. Beloved, When the squirrel was in the trap, it was totally at his mercy.  It couldn’t go very far for it was trapped.   The good thing for the squirrels was that he happened to be a fairly merciful gentleman, so he would take them away from his home and take them to a park in the woods and he would let them go.  

Beloved what this story is letting us know is that when fear gets a hold of your life, you become like one of those trapped squirrels—bottom line is you are not going anywhere fast.  You are at the mercy of fear and the devil.  The devil takes control of your life because fear is evil and it is not of God.  One thing for certain You will not proceed to progress spiritually.  Fear keeps you bound.  It takes a hold of your mind, body and Soul and suddenly you are completely at the mercy of satan.  Beloved, The fear of man can keep you from obeying God; but not only that, it will keep you from pleasing God.  It will keep you from the joy you would experience when you trust God. 

In fact, there is a contrast in our verse today.  The man or woman who is bound by the fear of man, will not be trusting God in some or any areas of his/her life.  Look at the two parts of the verse together:  The fear of man brings a snare, but… in contrast …whoever trusts in the Lord shall be safe. 

Today I’ll leave you with these thoughts to ponder out for your selves….

In this scripture we are cautioned not to fear the power of man, neither the power of a prince nor the power of the multitude; these are formidable enough, but the fear of either brings a snare, what this means is that it exposes men to many insults, some take a pride in terrifying those who are timid. And sometimes it  exposes men to many temptations

for example, Abraham, for fear of man, denied his wife, and Peter his Master, and many others their God and religion.

Beloved , We must not shrink from duty, nor commit sin, to avoid the wrath of man, nor, though we see it coming upon us, be disquieted with fear,

Dan. 3:16; shadrack, meshack and Abednego were thrown into the fire, they showed us that we do not fear man but put our trust in the Lord.

Daniel himself was thrown to the lions but he never feared what man could do to him for he trusted his God and was safe.

Beloved, this morning , We are encouraged to depend upon the power of God, which would keep us from all that fear of man which has either torment or temptation in it.

Whosoever puts his trust in the Lord, for protection and supply in the way of duty, shall be set on high, above the power of man and above the fear of that power.

A holy confidence in God makes a man or a woman of God a very powerful vessel for the masters use.l

today I pray you will lift your self up and say with me….. If God be my salvation, I will trust and not be afraid.

Do not allow the fear of man to control your life.  Instead, trust in the Lord.
