It  was written primarily to Hebrew Christians from Babylon. (5:13) The letter was delivered  by the hand of Silas, the Apost le Paul's companion. (5:12) One of the reasons for the  writing of 1 Peter was possibly to correct an erroneous view which said that Peter and  Paul had different positions concerning the message of salvation by grace.  Read  Galatians 2:11 - 16.   The second reason for the writing of this epistle was to strengthen and encourage  Christians who were facing hard trials and severe persecution.  The key word found 21  times throughout this epistle, in one form or another, is "suffering."     B. THE MAN PETER     The changed  character of Peter is clearly revealed in this epistle.  He is not the same  impetuous, vacillating disciple of Jesus that is described in the Gospels.  Read Matt.  14:28 - 31; Matt. 16:22,23; Matt. 17:4; John 13:37,38; Mark 14:29 - 31; John 18:10; John  21:7.  These scriptures from the Gospels show us just how impetuous Peter was. Satan's threefold approach to Jesus in the wilderness is parallel to the temptation of Eve in the Garden of Eden.  Read Genesis 3:6.  The appeal was to the lust of the flesh (good for food), the lust of the eyes (pleasant to behold), and the pride of life (make one wise).  This same principle was involved in the wilderness temptation.  Satan tried to get Jesus to use His power to feed Himself (lust of the flesh), to question God (pride of life), and to accept worldly kingdoms in disobedience to God (lust of the eyes). He even tried to use the Word against Jesus (unsuccessfully) as he had done against Eve (successfully). In short, Jesus suffered every form of temptation that comes against man and so is equipped to be our sympathetic and understanding High Priest. 

The final outcome for Jesus was complete victory, achieved when He was in His weakest condition and in the worst possible circumstances.  This outcome is in contrast to Adam and Eve who suffered total defeat while in perfect physical condition and in the best possible environment.  Through Adam all men were lost; Through Jesus all are given an opportunity to be saved.

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INTRODUCTION







The church at Thessalonica was founded by the apostle Paul during his second missionary journey.    (Read Acts 17:1-9.) The first epistle to the Thessalonians was written by Paul from the city of Corinth about one year later, with the second epistle following not long after. 



Paul wrote 1 Thessalonians to encourage, commend and instruct.  The theme running throughout this book is the certain return of the Lord and the obligations we have in this present world before His return.  The church is now awaiting to be caught up to heaven in the Rapture.  At the actual return or second coming of Christ, we will descend with the Lord from heaven.  This will take place at the end of the Great Tribulation and will usher in 1,000 years of peace on earth--the Millennium.



The remaining instruction from both epistles is directed at clearing up various misconceptions of the Thessalonians.   Some of the Thessalonians had quit their jobs and were becoming a burden to other people.  In both letters, Paul declares the responsibility of each one to provide for his own.  Other problems required instruction in holy, separated living. Also, controversy and questions prevailed as to when the resurrection of the dead     would occur; some thought that the dead had missed the Kingdom of God.  God used all these misconceptions and questions to bring forth the important teachings in these epistles.

II THESSALONIANS







II Thessalonians was written a few months after I Thessalonians.  Paul was still in Corinth when he received a report of the church at Thessalonica. Someone had written a letter to the church saying that they were living in the Great Tribulation and had signed Paul’s name to this letter! 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I & II TIMOTHY AND TITUS







INTRODUCTION







I and II Timothy and Titus are called the "Pastoral Epistles" because they were written to two young pastors and contain instructions and admonitions regarding church  administration. The Apostle Paul also gave instructions concerning the personal conduct of Timothy and Titus.



The books of Timothy and Titus are as needful and helpful today as they were when first written.  In these epistles we discover a practical approach for every aspect of the Christian life as related to the Church. Most commentators believe that I Timothy and Titus were written after Paul’s release from his first imprisonment.  The dates would, therefore, be about 65 A.D. for I Timothy and 66 or 67 A.D. for the book of Titus.  It is      generally thought that II Timothy was written during Paul’s second imprisonment which ended in his death.

It seems that Timothy was of a retiring or even fearful nature and possibly may have used his youth or his health as an excuse not to face up to the responsibilities of his ministry. INTRODUCTION







A.  THE  EPISTLE







First Peter was written by the Apostle Peter close to the end of his life, about A.D. 60.  It was written primarily to Hebrew Christians from Babylon. (5:13) The letter was delivered by the hand of Silas, the Apostle Paul's companion. (5:12) One of the reasons for the writing of 1 Peter was possibly to correct an erroneous view which said that Peter and Paul had different positions concerning the message of salvation by grace.  Read Galatians 2:11-16.



The second reason for the writing of this epistle was to strengthen and encourage Christians who were facing hard trials and severe persecution.  The key word found 21 times throughout this epistle, in one form or another, is "suffering."







B. THE MAN PETER







The changed character of Peter is clearly revealed in this epistle.  He is not the same impetuous, vacillating disciple of Jesus that is described in the Gospels.  Read Matt. 14:28-31; Matt. 16:22,23; Matt. 17:4; John 13:37,38; Mark 14:29-31; John 18:10; John 21:7.  These scriptures from the Gospels show us just how impetuous Peter was.  However, through the power of the Holy Spirit, the love and grace of the Master, Peter had matured and grown in grace and wisdom at the time of the writing of 1 Peter.

INTRODUCTION







Second Peter was written after 1 Peter, believed to be close to the end of Peter's life (1:14). 2 Peter was written to warn against false teachers and their corrupt doctrines.  In chapter one, Peter stresses the importance of growing in the word of God and adding to our faith.  In chapter two he gives a strong warning against false prophets and false teachers.  Finally, in chapter three the apostle leaves an exhortation for the saints to remain steadfast with their hope fixed securely in the Lord.







Before you begin studying, it is suggested that you read all three chapters of 2 Peter at one sitting, using a modern translation.
