___________________________________________________________1st Timothy 4:12-16 (NLT)
 12) "Don't let anyone think less of you because you are young. Be an example to all believers in what you say, in the way you live, in your love, your faith, and your purity.
 13) Until I get there, focus on reading the Scriptures to the church, encouraging the believers, and teaching them.
 14) Do not neglect the spiritual gift you received through the prophecy spoken over you when the elders of the church laid their hands on you.
 15) Give your complete attention to these matters. Throw yourself into your tasks so that everyone will see your progress.
 16) Keep a close watch on how you live and on your teaching. Stay true to what is right for the sake of your own salvation and the salvation of those who hear you".
 The verses 12 through 16 are not just for the young, you can replace the word young with yourself (i.e. woman, man, adult, mother, or father) and begin to walk in the word of God.
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 Ephesians 6:10-17
 "10) Be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power.
  11) Put on all of God’s armor so that you will be able to stand firm against all strategies of the devil. 
 13) For we are not fighting against flesh-and-blood, but against evil rulers and authorities of the unseen world, against mighty powers in this dark world, and against evil spirits in the heavenly places.
 14) Therefore, put on every piece of God’s armor so you will be able to resist the enemy in the time of evil. Then after the battle you will still be standing firm.
 15) Stand your ground, putting on the belt of truth and the body armor of God’s righteousness. For shoes, put on the peace that comes from the Good News so that you will be fully prepared.
 16) In addition to all, of these, hold up the shield of faith to stop the fiery arrows of the devil.
 17) Put on salvation as your helmet, and take the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God."
