Who Benefits

The program will assist students who have completed 12th grade or higher and are entering education at accredited college or university for the first time.
General Information

The application process will begin February 1st and continue thru April 15th yearly.  Essays will be due no later than April 15th each academic year and Scholarships will be awarded some time May of that year. All applicants must have a GPA of 2.83 or better.
