                     Termination Procedure
Trial Period

· Child care will begin on __________. The client will pay $_____ per [week / day]. The first two weeks in child care will be an adjustment or trial period. During this time, either the client or the provider may end the contract immediately, without written notice. The client will only pay for those days that she received child care.

Advance Payment

· The client will pay $_____  one week of child care in advance at the time of signing the contract. 

Termination after the Trial Period

· The provider may terminate this contract at will.

· After the two weeks trial period has been completed, the client must give a 
one week written notice to terminate this contract.

· The client must pay the full child care fee for the notice period even if the client removes the child from the provider’s care before the notice period ends.

· After the trial period, the provider will give the client one week written notice if she wishes to terminate the contract.

· The provider reserves the right to immediately terminate this contract without notice if the client does not make each payment in full when due.
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
