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THE EPISTLE TO THE HEBREWS











Understanding the background of the Epistle to the Hebrews is an important step in our study.







Author: Although the authorship of this epistle is controversial, this does not take away the fact that it is inspired by the Holy Spirit.







What is known about the author:



1.      He had a knowledge of the scripture and the LXX (the Greek translation of the Old Testament written before the time of Christ.)







2.      He was familiar with Hellenistic culture and Jewish tradition.







3.      He was an independent thinker.







4.      He had a unique literary form different from the other New Testament writers,







5.    He stayed with his subject of explaining the relationship between Judaism and Christianity.







Historians have never determined whether the author was Barnabas, Luke, Clement, Paul, or Apollos.  However, most authorities believe Paul to be the author.  Origen of the third century best summed up this controversy when he said, "Only God knows".







Date: It is known that this epistle was written before the destruction of the temple in A.D. 70.  (Hebrews 8:4; 10:11; 13:10) However, there is no concrete evidence as to a specific date.  A suggested date is between A.D. 63 and A.D. 66.







To whom written: This book was written to Jewish Christians who were familiar with temple worship and were drawing back into the Old Covenant's Ceremonial practices.  They lacked the liberty and meaning of the New Covenant Of Grace.

This is shown by pointing out that a man named Melchisedec was once a priest and greater than all others, yet not a priest of the Order of Levi.  Jesus was a descendent of Melchisedec and also not of the regular Jewish line of Levi.  Melchisedec is shown to be great because Abraham paid his tenth (or tithe) to him. (vv. 1,2,4) Melchisedec is also likened to Jesus, because he is the only priest with no recorded line of descent. (v. 3)

Author: There are four men by the name of James in the New Testament, but it is commonly accepted by most authorities that the writer of this epistle is James, the brother of our Lord Jesus Christ.







Background: James is known as one of the General Epistles because it is not addressed to a particular individual or local church as the Pauline Epistles were, but rather to the church as a whole.  It is specifically addressed to the "twelve tribes scattered abroad" who, at this early date, made up the Body of Christ.







Occasion and Date: James has written to remind believers that there is a practical aspect to Christianity which should be manifested in all daily living.



This is probably the first epistle of the New Testament and was written about 44 A.D.

In addition to the epistles bearing his name, the apostle John also wrote the Gospel of John and the Book of Revelation.  He is referred to as "the disciple whom Jesus loved." John preached and lived the message of love, and it is the central theme of this epistle.

The eleven apostles, who had personally lived and walked with the Lord Jesus during His earthly ministry, formed the basic core of authority for the early church.  However, all of them at various times were challenged and their authority questioned. Although we have not seen Jesus in the flesh, our foundation and authority rest on a similar experience.  How close are we to Him?  Do we hear His voice?  Are we in touch with Him?  Have we seen His glory?  One who has personally experienced the presence of the Lord is a Christian who can teach others!

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THE EPISTLE TO THE PHILIPPIANS











Philippians was written by Paul about A.D. 62 during his first imprisonment in Rome.  It was in Philippi that a woman named Lydia and also the Philippian jailer and his family were converted. (Acts 16:14-34) It was from this beginning that the first church in Europe was started.  Paul is writing to the now established church at Philippi to acknowledge and express his appreciation for a gift of money brought to him by Epaphroditus.  This particular letter of Paul's is especially one of praise and affection and his great love and care for the Philippians can be seen throughout this letter.  Even though Paul is a prisoner at this time, this is a letter of triumph and joy.  He does not look at the circumstances that surround him, but rather to the Lord Jesus Christ, knowing that God can work in any circumstance as long as he himself is a submissive vessel.  What lessons can be learned in our own lives as we, like Paul, see that it is not the circumstances that count, but the Lord Jesus Christ!  What victory and joy we have when we are able to trust God to care for us as we in turn care for others.  Read the sixteenth chapter of Acts to learn the background of Paul's first visit to Philippi.

PHILEMON







Philemon is a letter from the Apostle Paul to Philemon, a wealthy Christian in Colosse.  It was most probably written and delivered at the same time as the Epistle to the Colossians.  The subject of the letter is Onesimus, one of Philemon's slaves, who had run away to Rome, met Paul, and became a Christian.  Paul sent this brief letter with the returning Onesimus to Philemon, begging his friend not to punish his slave, but to receive him as a brother.







We may ask how this letter, on a private subject and containing none of Paul's usual great doctrinal statements, became part of the Scriptures.  Yet, brief as it is, there is much in Philemon that demonstrates the practical application of the Gospel in relationships between brethren.

The Epistle to the Galatians was written from Corinth by the Apostle Paul to a group of churches in Galatia, approximately 49 or 53 A.D. Galatia was located in the center of what is now Asia Minor.  It included the cities of Antioch of Pisidia, Iconium, Lystra and Derbe.  Paul, during his missionary travels, preached in Galatia and many of the churches were established there as a result of his ministry.  This epistle was written to deal with a false doctrine that was springing up within the churches due to the teachings of some legalistic- minded Judaizers.  This error, called Galatianism, teaches that we are saved by grace, but after that we are kept by the works of the law.  This makes our ultimate salvation dependent upon our works instead of the grace of God.  This error came about because some of the Jewish Christians could not break away from the bondage of the law (circumcision, keeping certain days, etc.), and they tried to bring the Gentile Christians under this same bondage.  They succeeded so well that Paul had to write this epistle, the theme of which is salvation by grace, through faith--plus nothing.  Let us be careful to remember in our own life that we are not only saved by grace (totally a work of God), but that we are kept by grace (still totally a work of God).  The key word of this epistle is GRACE.











GALATIANS  CHAPTER 1 - READ THE CHAPTER FIRST







Paul opened the first chapter with a greeting, then stated the reason for the epistle, and finished by defending his apostolic ministry.  This ministry was questioned by many Jews since Paul frequently ministered to the Gentiles and was very zealous in his preaching of grace without the works of the law. The legalistic Judaizers found this difficult to accept because they wanted to mingle the law with grace.
