Title of Message…. The Name Above all Names.

The early Christians believed that God the father had placed Jesus, by his death and resurrection, at the core of time and eternity —also placing Him higher than any power or person in the universe. It is no wonder that Paul was "convinced in (Romans 8:38 - 39). that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord" However what we must remember and never forget is that  those who love him and those who oppose him will one day call Jesus "Lord." That’s a guarantee.

You see even in the end, the devil will also be forced to acknowledge him. 

As you bow your head in prayer before the sovereign Lord, remember that you are placing your life — the worst of your disappointments, the most and worst of your struggles, the wildest of your dreams — squarely in his hands. Knowing Jesus as Lord will lead you to a deeper experience of his presence and his power.

Allow me to ask this question…What do all  have in common with Billy Graham, Osama bin Laden, Stevie Wonder, and Indira Gandhi or president Obama? I can think of only one thing — every person will someday bow their heads and bend their knees with billions of others in the presence of the Lord. In his hands, will  lie all greatness, power, wisdom, and authority will be together.

Listen to this, Nothing of his power will remain hidden. Nothing will be held back. And you will see in his eyes either complete acceptance or complete rejection.

Beloved the Bible says that Now we see dimly through a glass darkly but Then we will see clearly face to face.

 Let us pray in this time of mercy for those who do not yet perceive Jesus as Lord. And let us pray for ourselves so that we are as ready as we can be for the great day of his coming. For Jesus is Lord!

But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: 2 Peter 3:8 - 10

With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day. The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief in the night. Romans 14:10 – 12 says….

It is written: " ‘As surely as I live,' says the Lord, ‘every knee will bow before me; every tongue will confess to God.' " So then, we will all give an account of ourselves to God.
