Infants must be at least six months old (12 months for Transatlantic, Hawail and Transpacific) to
be eligible to travel. Please note that adult guests are responsible at all imes for the safety and
behavior of their minor guests. When traveling with a minor and both parents/legal guardians
are not cruising, we recommend bringing an original signed and notarized letter from the absent
parent/legal guardian authorizing the minor to travel with you. This will expedite processing

by the Department of Homeland Security. Guests under the age of 21 staying at any hotel

in conjunction with Carnival's Fly Aweigh program or vacation packages may be required to

be accompanied by a guest 21 years or older in the same room as per each hotel's policy.
Permission for minor guests to fly unaccompanied is determined by the airlines as per each
airline's rules. Guests should check with their scheduled airline for eligibility. Carnival assumes
no responsibility for unaccompanied guests under 21 years of age traveling by air. Carnival's
Youth Programs feature supervised activities for kids and teens ages 2-17. Guests must be 18
or older to visit the onboard casino and use the spa facilities; teens 12-17 years of age may use
the fitness center if accompanied by a parent or guardian.

Medical Services

Should you require medical attention while on board, our infrmary staff is available to

assist you 24 hours a day. Our shipboard infirmaries meet or exceed the Medical Facilities
Guidelines established by the International Council of Cruise Lines and the American College
of Emergency Physicians. The medical staff are from the fields of Emergency Medicine and/
or Family Practice and are certified in Advanced Cardiac Life Support. Our physicians are
independent contractors and, as such, are entitled to render services at a customary charge.
The charge for their services and any other medical expenses will be applied to your Sail &
Sign account. Carnival strongly encourages the purchase of Carnival's Vacation Protection
Plan, which also covers protection for medical expenses incurred during your vacation. For

a more complete description of the plan's benefits, terms, conditions and exclusions, please
view Carnival's Vacation Protection Plan at www.carnival.com.

Pregnancy

Pregnant guests whose estimated gestational age on the day of disembarkation is 25 or
more weeks will not be allowed to sail. WWomen pregnant less than 25 weeks on the day

of disembarkation must submit, prior to departure, Carnival's Pregnancy Certification Form,
which must be completed and signed by the guest's attending physician. On the Pregnancy
Certification Form, the attending physician will be required to certify that her gestational status
is in accordance with this policy, and that the expectant mother and baby are in good health
and fit to sall. Because the safety of the pregnant mother and unborn child is our number one
concern, Carnival will not accept any agreement or recommendation from the guest and/or
her physician that the policy be walived. The Pregnancy Certification Form can be accessed at
Carnival's web site under the Frequently Asked Questions.

Baggage Liability

We highly recommend that all guests purchase a vacation protection policy covering
baggage, contents and accidents. Carnival's Cruise Vacation Protection Plan is a
comprehensive program that is attractively priced. For a more complete description of the
plan benefits, terms, conditions and exclusions, please view Carnival's Vacation Protection
Plan on Carnival's web stte. If you choose not to purchase travel protection, Carnival's liability
for lost or damaged baggage, contents and personal possessions is limited to a maximum of
$50 per bag with a maximum total limitation of $100 per stateroom regardless of the number
of bags. Carnival cannot accept liability for loss or theft of money, jewelry or other valuables
left in a stateroom or public areas on board. A safe is available in your stateroom, as well as
at the Information Desk, at no charge. We highly recommend guests personally carry any
valuables, medication or breakable items on and off the ship.

Advanced or Delayed Sailings

In the event of strikes, lockouts, riots and stoppage of labor from whatever cause, or for

any other reason whatsoever, including inclement weather, the ship owner may at any time
cancel, advance or postpone any scheduled sailing and may, but is not obliged to, substitute
another vessel and shall not be liable for any loss to guests by reason of such cancellation or
substitution. Reservations are subject to change in the event of a full-ship charter.

Responsibility

Carnival neither controls nor operates, nor is responsible for, the actions of independent
contractors, such as airlines, railroad companies, ground transporters, tour operators, and

on board concessions (including but not limited to the gift shops, spa, beauty salon, fitness
center, entertainers, golf and art programs, and video/snorkel concession). Carnival denies
any responsibility or liability for late arrival of your flight or train or for any illness, injury, damage,
loss of cruise time or other irregularities resulting therefrom. Carnival's responsibility does not
extend beyond the vessel

You are responsible for arriving at the respective ports on time for embarkation and for joining
the vessel at its next port of call if, for any reason, you miss a scheduled sailing. Carnival
reserves the right to refuse or discontinue passage to anyone when, in Camival's judgment, it
would be considered a risk to the guest's own safety and well-being or the health, safety; well-
being, comfort and enjoyment of any other guest or crew member.

Cruise passage is subject to the terms and conditions shown on Carnival Cruise Lines
“Terms and Conditions of Passage Contract Ticket,” including the procedure for the resolution
of disputes, which must take place in Miami-Dade County, Florida. (Copies of the ticket are
available upon request or in the “Guest Services” section of Carnival's web site) All prices are
quoted in U.S. dollars.

Embarkation
As boarding times and port embarkation processes, locations and directions vary please
check www.carnival.com FAQ section for complete detalls.
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Travel documentation

Proper travel documentation is required at embarkation and throughout the cruise. Even
though a guest has completed registration using Online Check-in, it is still the responsibility
of the guest to bring all required travel documents. Guest should check with their travel agent
and/or government authority to determine the travel documents necessary for each port of
call. Any guest without proper documents will not be allowed to board the vessel and no
refund of the cruise fare will be issued. Carnival assumes no responsibility for advising guests
of proper travel documentation.

Certain ports of call will require a VISA which must be obtained prior to your cruise and will
be checked at embarkation. All guests must check with their travel agent or the appropriate
government authority to determine the necessary documents.

Cruise Travel — U.S. Citizens

Camival highly recommends all guests travel with a passport (valid for at least six months beyond
completion of travel). Although a passport is not required for US. citizens taking cruises that begin
&end in the same U.S. port, travelling with a passport enhances your disembarkation experience,
as delays may be expected upon your return to the U.S. if you do not have one. Additionally,
passports make it easier for you to fly from the U.S. to a foreign port should you miss your
scheduled port of embarkation, or need to fly back to the US. for emergency reasons.

The Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative (WHTI) allows U.S. citizens (including children) sailing
on cruises that begin and end in the same U.S. port to travel with one of the WHTI compliant
documents, listed below. Additionally, baptismal and hospital certificates, copies of U.S.
passports and naturalization papers, are not WWHTI compliant documents, therefore, are NOT
acceptable.

e Valid US. Passport

e Passport Card

e Original or suitable quality copy of a Birth Certificate (issued by a government agency:
state/county/city) and a Government-Issued LD. if 16 years of age and older.

o Certificate of Naturalization

e Trusted Traveler Program Membership Card, e.g, Nexus Card, Sentri Card or Fast Card

e Enhanced Tribal Card

e A Consular Report of Birth Abroad

e Enhanced Driver's License (EDL): issued in Michigan, New York, Vermont and Washington.

Note: Birth certificates from Puerto Rico issued prior to July 1, 2010 are not valid forms of
proof of citizenship that is accepted by U.S. Customs and Border Protection. Guests from
Puerto Rico either need to present a WHTI-compliant document or a government-issued
photo identification with a validated birth certificate issued after July 1, 2010,

Photo Identification
A non-expired Government-Issued Photo |D. is required of all guests 16 years of age and
older. The following are acceptable:

e Driver's License

e Driver's Permit

e School/Student 1.D. (acceptable for guests 16/1718 years of age)
* Government-lssued identification card (city/state/federal)

they are sailing on Carnival to receive discounted service fees.

Sailings from Canada or to Canadian Ports of Call
U.S. citizens require a valid passport or applicable WHTI compliant document.

U.S. Alien Residents and Non-U.S. Citizens

U.S. Alien Residents require a valid Alien Resident Card and/or passport (depending

on itinerary) to travel on all Carnival cruises. Non-U.S. citizens require a valid machine
readable passport and a valid, unexpired U.S. Multiple Re-entry Visa, if applicable, to travel
on all Carnival cruises. Guests are advised to check with their travel agent or appropriate
government authority to determine the necessary documents, including a Schengen/ or
Croatian Visa necessary for European cruises.

On occasion, non-U.S. citizens and U.S. Alien Residents may be asked to surrender their
passport and/or Alien Resident Card at time of embarkation. These documents will be
returned upon completion of the Immigration inspection at the time of debarkation. Non-U.S.
citizens that are eligible to apply for admission under the Visa Waiver Pilot Program, must still
have a valid unexpired passport. U.S. State Department regulations require all guests traveling
from visa-waiver countries be in possession of a machine-readable passport that includes a
biometric identifier - e.g, embedded digital photograph. Otherwise, guests will be required

o obtain a U.S. Multiple Re-entry Visa. Guests without proper identification may be refused
boarding or entry into the United States.

Air Travel

Passports are required for air travel to or from Canada, Mexico, Central America, the
Caribbean, the Bahamas and Bermuda. This will impact all guests traveling by air to embark
or debark in Vancouver for our Alaska or Hawaii cruises; and our Canadian guests that travel
by air to or from any of our U.S. embarkation ports. This will also enable guests to fly from

the U.S. to meet their ship at the first port should they miss their scheduled embarkation and
allow guests that must debark the ship before their cruise ends to fly back to the U.S without
significant delays and complications.

Guest's name on cruise and airline ticket must be the same as the guest's non-expired
government-issued photo ID they plan to use for travel identification. In the event of a different
name, documentation supporting this change is required at embarkation such as a marriage
license or legal name change court document. Failure to bring documentation bridging the
name differences could result in denied boarding,

On Board Attire

Day Wear

Casual attire is the order of the day. We suggest shorts, sundresses, tank tops, etc. for the
ladies. For men: shorts, polo shirts, T-shirts, etc. We suggest you wear rubber-soled, low
heeled or flat shoes for extra traction while onboard. For dining you may want to dress up a bit
and/or bring along a light sports jacket or cardigan.

Not permitted in the dining room: shorts, T-shirts, beach flip-flops, bathing suit attire, jeans,
cut-off jeans, sleeveless shirts for men, sportswear and baseball hats.

For those who want casual attire for dinner time, the Lido Restaurant is open nightly and has a
more relaxed theme. However, shirts and shoes/footwear (flip-flops) must be worn at all imes
inside the Lido Restaurant.

Smoking Policy

Public Areas

Cigarette smoking (including e-cigarettes) will be permitted in Carnival's dance clubs as well
as in designated areas within the casino and casino bar. The casino is a non-smoking lounge
while closed; when open, smoking is limited and only permitted while playing at designated
slot machines and table games. Smoking (cigarettes/cigars/tobacco pipes/e-cigarettes)

will be allowed in the jazz clubs of the following ships: Carnival Triumph, Carnival Victory,
Carnival Conquest, Carnival Glory, Carnival Valor, Carnival Liberty, Carnival Freedom, and
Carnival Splendor. Smoking (cigarettes/cigars/tobacco pipes/e-cigarettes) will be permitted in
designated exterior open deck areas on all of our ships.

Staterooms

Smoking will be prohibited in all guest staterooms. Guests in balcony staterooms may smoke
(cigarettes/cigars/tobacco pipes/e-cigarettes) outside on their balcony. All Spa Suites and
Staterooms, inclusive of the balconies, are an entirely smoke-free environment. Spa suites
and staterooms are on the following ships only: Carnival Splendor, Carnival Dream, Carnival
Magic, Camival Breeze and Carnival Sunshine.

Guests who smoke in their staterooms will be assessed a $250 cleaning and refreshing fee
on their Sail & Sign account. Information on this fee is included in Carnival's ticket contract.
