Student Information and Agreement: Non-supervised offsite breaks and lunches.

2017 - 2018

This agreement has been written for students. It explains what St Patrick’s means by Non-Supervised and Offsite. It is important that you understand both terms and the responsibilities that go with time away from the St Patrick’s site without the supervision of a member of staff. If you want to take breaks offsite and without supervision you must agree to work with the safety guidelines and positive behaviour highlighted and accept responsibility for your behaviour whilst in public and away from St Patrick’s site. Your signature is your acceptance of agreement to behave in a positive way and that you understand all the information regarding supervision, what is meant by offsite and the responsibility for your own behaviour. 

Non-Supervised: This means that a member of St Patrick’s staff will not be with you or watching your movements or behaviour. YOU will be independent and be responsible for your own safety e.g. crossing the road safely, speaking to other adults and peers not associated with St Patrick’s, behaviour in shops and on the streets. 

Offsite: This means you have left the boundary area of St Patrick’s – through the gates, onto the pavement passed the gates and fences. Offsite also means you can still be seen from St Patrick’s but you are no longer on the property used by St Patrick’s. The fences and walls are a boundary and owned along with the building by a private landlord. Damage to these will be pursued by the landlord to individuals.  

St Patrick’s is based in the city centre. There are many shops and services located in the immediate and surrounding area. It is expected that you understand the difference between positive and negative behaviour and if you behave in an anti-social / negative way you may be subject to PCSO and or Police involvement. 

Examples of negative / anti-social behaviour include: Swearing, shouting, stealing, and damage to property, cars, verbal abuse towards others, and physical abuse to others.
