Weekly Devotional 4-17-2011 Transparent Love

This week I feel I have been tormented by the enemy. I have not been able to sleep, I get up around three or four a.m. every morning. I turn on the television and walk outside looking up at the stars talking to God. This morning 4-15-11 at 5:15 a.m. I was sitting in my dining room at the computer and kept hearing a loud thumping noise in the kitchen. I had the small light under the stove on. I got up and walked over to my garden window in my kitchen. You know one of those windows that sticks out that you can grow plants in. Well the June bugs were bashing themselves up against the window trying to get into the light coming from inside my kitchen. It was completely dark outside. This got me to thinking about the light and the darkness and our Christian walk. As the June bugs were trying their best to get into the light through transparency of the window though it was a small light, I thought to myself, this is how it seems we walk sometimes. We can see the light, we know it is there; but there is this transparency of a wall that we hit our heads up against, try and try again as we may, we still bump our heads. And, even sometimes we or at least I know that I do feel awfully alone in the dark. Throughout the Bible God encourages people that He is with us alwayz. Just meditate on these words: 

“Do not be afraid. God has come to test you, so that the fear of God will be with you to keep you from sinning.” (Exodus 20:20)

Be strong and of good courage, do not fear nor be afraid of them; for the LORD your God, He is the One who goes with you. He will not leave you nor forsake you.” (Deuteronomy 31:6)
And the LORD, He is the One who goes before you. He will be with you, He will not leave you nor forsake you; do not fear nor be dismayed.” (Deuteronomy 31:8)

Fear not, for I am with you; Be not dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you, Yes, I will help you, I will uphold you with My righteous right hand.” (Isaiah 41:10)
