	Planned learning intentions
PSED – Making relationships Interacts with others and explores new situations when supported by a familiar person – Seeks out others to share experience.- Self-confidence and self-awareness – engages other person to help achieve a goal e.g.to get an object out of reach. – Manages feelings and behaviour – Co-operates with care-giving experiences e.g. dressing – Self-confidence and self awareneness . – explores new toys and environments but checks in with a familiar adult when needed
C+L- Listening and attention – understanding single words in context – Using single words
Speaking- Uses single words

Physical Development – Moving and handling - Pick up small objects between thumb and finger – Enjoys the sensory experience of mark making in damp sand, Paste or paint.
Physical Development Health and safe care – Shows a desire to help with dressing/understanding and hygiene routines.
Mathematics – Numbers – Beginning to organize and categorise Objects.

Shapes space and measure – Enjoy filling and emptying containers – Knows things exist even when out of site – Associates a sequence of actions within daily routine 
UW – The world – Notices  detailed objects in their environment.  People and communications – In pretend play, Imitates everyday actions and events from own family and cultural backgrounds – Remember where objects belong detailed features of objects in their environment.

C+L – Understanding – Selects familiar objects by name and will go and find objects when asked, or identify objects from a group.- Speaking – uses sound in pretend play.
PD – Moving and handling – Passes toy from one han to another.

Literacy – Reading – Handles books and pretend material with interest.

M- Numbers – Things exist even when out of sight – Attempts, Sometimes successfully, To fit shapes in to spaces on iset boards or jigsaw puzzles.
