Paul’s Prayer for the Ephesians—

Ephesians 1:16-20

knowledge of You. That You would en-

lighten the eyes of my understanding, that I 

may know the hope of Your calling, the 

riches of glory of the saint’s inheritance, 

and what is the exceeding greatness of 

Your power that You have for us who be-

lieve in You, according to the working of 

Your mighty power, which You worked in 

Christ. 

Paul’s Second Prayer for the Ephe-

sians—Ephesians 3:14-19 

     Father, I pray that You would grant me, 

according to the riches of Your glory, to be 

strengthened in my inner-man with might 

by Your Spirit; that You, Jesus, would 

dwell in my heart by faith, that I, being 

rooted and grounded in love, would be able 

to comprehend with all saints what is the 

breadth, the length, the depth, and the 

height of Your Love that surpasses all 

knowledge.

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     When people are dying, their loved 

ones tend to ask a priest or deacon to 

come bless them before their life jour-

ney comes to an end. They bless the 

sick and pray to God that He will for-

give their sins and heal their soul, 

even if they did not have a very reli-

gious past. There are other times 

where the doctors find a cure to an 

illness that had been very persistent; 

the sick and their family will talk end-

lessly about how miraculous the expe-

rience was. Even still, there are times 

when people lose sight of hope and 

dismiss God when the beloved dies. It 

seems as though people tend to call 

on God in times of need and either 

forget about Him the second their 

prayers are answered positively, or go 

against Him if the person dies.  

     In situations like these, outsiders 

usually say that the people who are 

involved have biases. A self-serving 

bias is one where a person boasts 

heartily about their achievements, but 

drops any association with a failure 

and puts the blame and responsibility 

on someone or something else. Gaz-

zaniga says that “in general, people 

interpret information in ways that 

support their positive beliefs about 

themselves” (Gazzaniga, Psychologi-

cal Science, 2016, p. 9). In a situation 

like this, the self-serving bias would 

be families being happy and proud of 

their choice to go to the doctors for 

treatment if all went well, and then 

being angry at the doctors and God 

for “failing” to keep the loved one 

alive.  

     On the other end of the spectrum 

would be confirmation biases. A con-

firmation bias is one where a person 

disregards certain information in favor 

of keeping themselves happier; they 

look for and interpret information so 

that it goes along with their beliefs and 

theories that exist already. In a confir-

mation bias, someone could refuse to 

acknowledge the medical results and 

recall stories of miracles to claim that it 

was purely a work of God. This is not 

to going against the idea that God cures 

purely by medical assistance at all. In 

fact, I firmly believe that God works 

miracles on both ends of the operating 

table.  

     Patients and families do not always 

take into consideration the fact that 

being healed or fixed by doctors could 

be considered miraculous, too; it does 

not have to just be “the tumor went 

away!” Life itself is a miracle, and it 

can be easily taken away. The fact that 

God even allowed us to reach the point 

of intelligence where we can help and 

heal others is amazing; He gave us the 

knowledge to make the laws and tech-

nology, so everyone should be getting 

credit (He should get all the glory, 

though). He could have taken our lives 

away ages ago if He wanted to, but He 

is merciful enough and loves us enough 

to not have done that. 

     I feel as though both could be con-

sidered and that God works not only in 

the patient’s favor, but also in the doc-

tors’ favor as well. The doctors very 

well could have been stumped and God 

gave them the insight and discernment 

to know what to do and how to help. 

There are many moments where one 

person has a family member who is 

very sick to the point of there being 

little to no options to help them. As 

soon as there are results and the doctors 

Biases and Miracles — Miriam C. Desrosiers  

help them out, they start screaming 

and shouting about how great God is 

and that the process was a miracle. A 

few months later, the patient becomes 

ill again and unfortunately dies; that 

same family member who was prais-

ing months prior begins to curse God 

for taking the life of their loved one 

away.  

     I feel as though people do not re-

member that death is always going to 

be the end result, regardless of how 

much time passes between life’s be-

ginnings. I do not think that it is fair 

that they automatically forget the 

blessings God provides them with. 

On the other hand, they forget about 

Him until they need Him, and get

makes everything work out according to 

His plan. Verse 13 — As gentiles,  when 

we believed in Christ, He identified us as 

His own by giving us the Holy Spirit 

whom He promised long ago. Verse 14 

—  the Holy Spirit is God’s guarantee 

that He will give us the inheritance He 

promised and that He has purchased us 

to be His own people. He did this so we 

would praise and glorify Him. 

     When you understand what the Holy 

Spirit was saying through this epistle of 

Paul to the Ephesus Church then and 

also to us today, it helps us to realize 

how crucial it is for the child of God to 

fully embrace what God has done for us 

through the redemptive work of Jesus 

Christ. When you’ve been adopted from 

a life of bondage into the family of God 

and into freedom to sonship, it would be 

an insult to God to live beneath that 

status. For that status elevates us and 

puts us above powers, principalities, 

spiritual foes and satan himself. So it is 

of utmost importance, it is crucial to find 

the instructions that would teach us how 

to live, no longer as satan’s slaves but as 

redeemed sons and daughters of the 

Living God. 

     The Prodigal Son who had fallen 

outside of the scope of sonship by his 

immature choices, understood that he 

could no longer claim his rights as a son. 

BUT, the father, as an image of our 

Heavenly Father, forgave him all his 

trespasses and refused to lower his status 

of sonship by taking him back as a slave, 

or a servant. The Bible says in verse 14, 

this guarantee of sonship is sealed 

through the Holy Spirit of God. Amen. 

That verse also says that is the inher-

itance He promised — which is applica-

ble, not only in this life, but also in the 

life to come.  So if you ever forget why 

we must press toward the mark of our 

calling, just read Ephesians 1. It will 

remind you why we must walk in obedi-

ence,  in love, in humility, in peace, in 

joy, in forgiveness, in the fear of the 

Lord. It will also stir your heart to love 

your Lord even more. It will prompt you 

to truly praise God for that glorious 

grace that He has poured on us through 

His beloved Son, our Lord Jesus Christ. 

It will also show us why we can’t afford 

to allow the things of this world to con-

taminate what God has deposited in us 

through His Holy Spirit. “He did this so 

we would praise and glorify 

Him.” (Verses 6, 14) 

     This is truly a sealed deal that enrag-

es satan to the core. It infuriates him and 

he will do anything in his power to break 

that seal. So be on the lookout because 

he is mad at you and me and will stop at 

nothing to see us fail. But, our God is 

faithful, so continue to look to Him.

TION est loin de limiter le vaudou aux 

poupées envoûtées. Les zombis ne sont 

autres choses que des victimes, réduits 

en esclavages dans des champs après leur 

soit-disant mort provoquée par l’admin-

istration d’une poudre mystique par des 

prêtres du vaudou. 

     Cette poudre contiendrait du poisson 

souffleur ou du puffer fish dont la peau 

contient de la tétrodoxine, une toxine 

mortelle; les carcasses séchées d’un cra-

paud pilé de l’espèce (bufo marinus), 

venimeux, contenant des hallucinogènes, 

des anesthésiques et des molécules 

chimiques s’attaquant au  coeur et au 

système nerveux ; des plantes: de l’albiz-

zia contenant de la saponine, qui peut 

perturber la respiration; ainsi que deux 

lézards récemment tués; un ver polychète 

et des os humains réduits en poudre. 

Cette poudre est versée le plus souvent 

dans les chaussures ou sur le dos de la 

victime de manière á ce qu’elle imprègne 

la peau. Elle aura alors pour effet de 

présenter chez la victime les mêmes 

symptômes que l’on observe d’une mort 

clinique. Elle réduit le métabolisme au 

point que ses fonctions vitales semblent 

avoir cessées, pouvant entendre ce qui se 

passe autour de lui sans pouvoir parler ni 

bouger, la victime assiste á son propre en-

terrement. Quelle horreur! Puis, par la suite, 

le sorcier viendrait á la tombée de la nuit 

déterrer le corps de la victime et lui admin-

istrerait d’autres drogues hypnotiques, pour 

le réduire en esclavage. 

     Laissé dans un état de semi-conscience 

pour par la suite le faire travailler dans des 

champs, dans des boutiques etc. 

     Après tous ces détails lugubres, vous 

vous sentez peut être impuissants face  á 

cette situation , peut être aviez-vous un 

membre de votre famille qui est mort par 

cette troublante pratique du vaudou? L’E-

ternel se souvient d’eux et moi qui  ai écrit 

cet article, Dieu m’a personnellement con-

fiée la tâche de prier contre cette pratique , 

d intercéder pour la libération de ces gens 

réduits en esclavage spirituellement , phy-

siquement et émotionnellement, vous aussi , 

rejoignez-nous en prière et clameur au nom 

de Jesus notre Roi , notre Sauveur et notre 

Dieu devant Lequel tout genou fléchisse !

La zombification, une réalité très pénible en Haiti -

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     In Haiti today, Voodoo is still very 

alive mainly in the popular layers of socie-

ty. The voodoo priests commonly called 

bòkò or hougans claim to be able to pull 

dead people from their graves to make 

slaves of them. ZOMBIFICATION is far 

from limiting voodoo to bewitched dolls. 

Zombies are nothing but victims, reduced 

to slavery in fields after their so-called 

death caused by the administration of a 

mystical powder by voodoo priests. 

     This powder contains puffer fish whose 

skin contains tetrodoxine, a deadly toxin; 

dried carcasses of a crested toad of the 

venomous species bufo marinus, contain-

ing hallucinogens, anesthetics and chemi-

cal molecules attacking the heart and nerv-

ous system; plants: albizzia containing 

saponin, which can disrupt breathing; as 

well as two recently killed lizards; a poly-

chete worm and human bones reduced to 

powder. This powder is usually poured into 

the shoes or on the back of the victim so 

that it permeates the skin. It will then have 

the effect of presenting to the victim the 

same symptoms as a clinical death. It reduc-

es the metabolism to the point that its vital 

functions seem to have stopped, he can hear 

what is happening around him without be-

ing able to talk or move, the victim attends 

his own funeral. How awful! Then the wiz-

ard would come at nightfall to dig up the 

body of the victim and administer other 

hypnotic drugs, to reduce it to slavery. Left 

in a state of semi-consciousness and then 

work in fields, shops etc. 

 After all these gloomy details you may feel 

helpless about this situation, maybe you had 

a member of your family who died by this 

disturbing practice of Voodoo? The Lord 

remembers them and I who wrote this arti-

cle God has personally entrusted me the 

task of praying against this practice, to in-

tercede for the liberation of his people en-

slaved spiritually, physically and emotional-

ly, too, join us in prayer and clamor in the 

name of Jesus our King, our Savior and our 

God before whom every knee bends!
