1. Chair Commissioner Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 6:45 pm and Secretary Commissioner Tyree role called.  Commissioners Lallathin and Thompson were absent.
2. Add on Graphics Commission Application Graphic Panels Plan. Parcel 010-292307 – 6698 East Broad Street – Northstar Realty request a graphic plan for a new shopping center including a six panel freestanding sign and wall signage on the rear of the building 
· A motion was made to vote on approving the Graphic Plan request and it was seconded. All Commissioners approved the request.

3. Zoning and Variance: Parcel 530-166431-00 – 2932 Brice Rd – Green Earth Variance request to the current "Rural Residential" zoning to continue Asphalt Shingle and other waste products shredding and recycling.
· Public comments: Commenters voiced complaints about loud noise generated from machinery at 2932 Brice Rd.
· Green Earth comments: Green Earth representative commented on the grinding machine noise operation.  Green Earth representative stated he will ask OSHA (Occupational Safety and Health Administration) to test grinding operation noise level.
· Commissioner comments: Commissioner Chamberlain asked the Green Earth representative to not run the machine without OSHA being present to test noise level.  Commissioner Chamberlain further informed the representative that not operation the machine unless OSHA was present was a condition for requesting rezoning.  Commissioner Chamberlain also asked those who gave public commenters if this condition was acceptable?  A multiple “yes” reply was given by the public commenters.
· Commissioner Moynihan made a motion to postpone a ruling to approve or not approve the rezoning request pending  the outcome of OHSA’s noise assessment.  Further, Commissioner Moynihan noted that the commission will reconvene and make a rezoning decision after the noise assessment was completed.  The motion was seconded and approved by all Commissioners, except Commissioner Watson who abstained.  .
