Their desire is that you will 
believe the gospel before 
you too leave this life. But, 
“...STRAIT is the gate, and 
NARROW is the way, 
which LEADETH UNTO 
LIFE, and FEW THERE BE 
that find it” (MATTHEW 7:14).  
 
The rich man, desperately 
trying to save his 5 broth-
ers, was told: “...If they 
hear not Moses and the 
prophets [O.T. SCRIPTURES], 
neither will they be per-
suaded, though one rose 
from the dead” (LUKE 16:31).  

M 
an lives in a 
body of flesh, 
but he is also an 

eternal spirit, just like his 
Creator. Jesus said, “...it is 
better...to enter into life 
maimed, than having two 
hands to go into hell, into 
the fire that never shall be 
quenched: where THEIR 
WORM dieth not, and the 
fire is not quenched” (MARK 

9:43-44).  
 
The word “Worm” is used to 
describe the spirit of man 
after his body becomes dust. 
 

God created us in His im-
age, and since God cannot 
die, neither can we. Al-
though God formed man 
from the dust of the earth, 
He said, “...for out of [THE 

GROUND] wast thou 
TAKEN: for dust thou art, 
and unto dust shalt thou 
return” (GENESIS 3:19).  
 

Every body that has died is 

now dust, but their spirit is 
either in the paradise of 
God, or in Hell Fire. 
 

When a certain rich man 
died, and “...in HELL he lift 
up his eyes, being in tor-
ments” (LUKE 16:23), he re-
membered his “...five breth-
ren” who were still living, 
and desired that someone 
would “...testify unto them, 
lest they also come INTO 
this place of torment” (LUKE 

16:28).  
 

No one in Hell desires any-
one to follow them there, but 
now, they can’t warn them.  
 

Just think of individuals who 
have died in your lifetime: 
Cary Grant, Roy Rogers, 
John Kennedy, Michael Jack-
son, and many, many others. 
 

Perhaps you have a family 
member or a friend who has 
passed away. Their body is 
in the dust, but they are still

“Hell...stirreth up the 

dead for thee, even all 

the chief ones of the 

earth; it hath raised up 

from their thrones all the 

kings of the nations.” 
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We were all created in the 
invisible image of the God-
head: “...Let us make man 
in OUR image, after OUR 
likeness” (GENESIS 1:26). 
 

But the devil wants us to 
trust only in what we can 
“see” and “understand.” In 
the garden, the devil called 
God a liar by saying, 
 

“...Ye shall not surely die: for 
God doth know that in the 
day ye eat thereof, then your 
eyes shall be opened, and ye 
shall be as gods, knowing 
good and evil” (GENESIS 3:4-5).  
 

We ARE gods, but not from 
the devils perspective which is 
pride, for it is written, “...Ye 

are gods; and all of you are 
children of the most 
High” (PSALM 82:6).  
 

God is invisible, just as man 
once was before God clothed 
him in flesh. Everything con-
cerning God is invisible: 
heaven, angels, the Holy Spirit, 
the body of Christ, which is His 
Church, and the devil. 
 

Yet, “...the INVISIBLE 
THINGS of GOD from the 
creation of the world are 
CLEARLY SEEN, being UN-
DERSTOOD by the things 
that are MADE, even his eter-
nal power and Godhead; so 
that [WE ALL ARE] without ex-
cuse” (ROMANS 1:20). 
 

Both earthquakes and vol-

canoes TESTIFY that Hell 
is in the center of the 
earth: 
 
“For a FIRE is kindled in 
mine anger, and shall 
BURN unto the LOWEST 
hell, and shall consume 
the earth with her IN-
CREASE, and set on fire 
the FOUNDATIONS of the 
mountains” (DEUT. 32:22).  
 
And if YOU continue to 
reject the word of God,  as 
Jesus said, “...if ye believe 
not that I am he, ye shall 
DIE in your sins” (JOHN 8:24), 
and “HELL from BE-
NEATH is moved for thee to 
MEET THEE AT THY 
COMING” (ISAIAH 14:9).  

The Word of 
God declares 
that in the last 
days, perilous 
times shall 
come. 
 
You must 
agree that 
these are 
dangerous 
times now, 
when man 
cares very 
little for his 
fellow man.
