Minutes from May 1, 2018 Meeting
1.Chair Commissioner Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 6:45 pm. 

a. Attendees pledged Allegiance to the Flag.

Commissioner Tyree, of which the Chair approved, agreed to attend in place of the Chair Commissioner Chamberlain.
