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Transition Policy
   It is of the utmost importance that children feel comfortable and safe in my care.

 Therefore I always have a transition period, this time scale varies with each individual child.

I normally ask that children come with the parent or carer for two initial visits, lasting about half an hour in length. Then a further visit of around two hours without the Parent or Guardian present.

   I always ask that children bring a favorite toy/blanket/dummy etc, with them on all visits with me.

At the end of the transition period the child-minding contract can be signed by myself and the parent or carer and the decision made whether the setting is suitable for the child.

   Once the contract is signed there is another four weeks settling in period in which no notice of termination of contract is not required, so that if the child doesn’t settle we can discuss alternative care.
Transition into other settings

I will work with other settings to help make the change for your child as smooth as possible.

With the parent’s permission we can share the information contained in the child’s learning diaries, also a transition form will be completed by me with input from parent to pass on to other setting, this will give the new setting an idea of your child’s interests and what things they like to do.

 I will try to make myself available to attend nursery visits with the parent / carer should they find it helpful for me to do so.
