Class Level Expectations

Each level has certain expectations that need to be met each year as set up by the director. These expectations help guide a dancer successfully through the logical sequence of skill sets needed to advance. Below is the basic generalized outline of expectations:

Level I- Beginner 

-Introduction to technique and area specific  vocabulary

-Basic understanding of body awareness and mechanics for leaps, turns and                       locomotor steps 


- Development of  rhythmic timing and musicality 

-  0-2 years experience in area of study
Level II- Intermediate 
· Accurately demonstrate consistent mechanics for correct alignment and technique for basic necessary skills at this level; single pirouette, front and side leaps
· Reinforce and build on rhythmic timing and cues

· Increase area vocabulary and knowledge of technique 
· Must have completed level I technique    

Level III- Intermediate/Advanced
· Reinforcing and building on Level II technique and vocabulary in area of study

· Increasing discipline intensity 

· Incorporating all aspects of performance and emotional quality connected to the area of study 

Level IV- Advanced

· Mastering and reinforcing building block skills from levels I-III; double/triple pirouettes, turns in a’ la seconde, advanced turning sequences, switch leaps, and center leaps

· Increase performance skills and emotional connection to choreography

· Add intricate syncopated rhythmic and intricate patterning 
· Ability to pick up given choreography quickly and observe the details of steps

· Dedication to the area of study- non- recreational
