Weekly Devotional 6-26-2011 God is still in the Miracle Business!
Lately I have been very ill. The entire month of June I could not get out of my house I could hardly breathe because the pain was so bad. During this time I was completely broken. In 1st Samuel 2:4 it says, “The bows of the warriors are broken, but those who stumbled are armed with strength.” This seems to be an oxymoron throughout the Bible. It says there is strength in brokenness. How can this be I wondered? I did not feel strength in my brokenness at any time in my life when I have went through seasons of drought. However, throughout the Bible the LORD has broke His servants so that they might have a new kind of strength that we cannot have on our own.
