This is Burning in my Spirit: Don’t Let Them Fall!  
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“Blow ye the trumpet in Zion, and sound an alarm in my holy mountain: let all the inhabitants of the land tremble: for the day of the LORD cometh, for it is nigh at hand” (Joel 2:1)>>>>>

Unfortunately, every time that I return to the USA I discover that more prominent Christian leaders (soldiers) have fallen under the “Samson & Delilah Syndrome”, wherein they are falling prey to the lust of their flesh, thereby causing death and destruction to once strong foundations.
