There has been a transition from an  exclusive Jewish religion to a Gentile church wh ich proclaims " whosoever will may  come ".  From this time onward, we shall see only brief glimpses of Peter and the other  apostles.  We shall hear little of the activity of the Hebrew Christians in Jerusalem and  Palestine and much concerning the churches in  Asia Minor and on the Greek Peninsula.   Whereas Jerusalem has been the center of activity, the city of Antioch now becomes the  new center of missionary and gospel work.  Out of Antioch is born the first definite  missionary work.  Before this time, ministr y to the Gentiles had been sporadic and  incomplete.  Now this outreach is a continuous ministry. Verses 23 - 29 declare Him as the Saviour spoken of by John the Baptist, unknown to the Jews,  and finally crucified on a tree and laid in a grave.  Verse 30 is the  turning point of  the message.  Verses 30 - 37 prove that Jesus is Saviour since He is the one who rose  from the dead.  In verses 38 - 41 Paul preached forgiveness of sins and issued a

LESSON 2 - THE PLAGUE OF GUILT AND GOD’S REMEDY



Even though we have been saved by the blood of Jesus Christ and cleansed from sin, we often are plagued by the remembrance of things which took place in our sinful life, or even by the wasted years of sinfulness. God has a remedy for this plague. The individuals response to  his consciousness of having violated God's holiness is the guilt he feels.  God's holiness is our standard, and anything that fails to meet this standard which God set is sin.  Man is guilty apart from the work of Jesus Christ.

Hebrews 10:1-2 tell us that the Law, or the old sacrificial system, did not give lasting peace to those who offered sacrifices year after year, but rather it was to remind them that they were guilty.  The Day of Atonement came once a year, and every year Israel faced God through the same ceremony.  However, the blood of bulls and goats could not take away sins; it just put it off for another year.

In Hebrews 10:2 there was remembrance of guilt, and in 10:22 there was no more remembrance of guilt.  Something happened in between so that now there is no more guilty conscience.

"Elijah was a man subject to like passions as we are." (James 5:17) He was a man of great spiritual power who prayed both fire and rain out of the heavens, but was later frightened by the threat of a wicked woman. When Queen Jezebel heard of Elijah's power, she sent word to him that she would have his life within twenty-four hours; so, he fled!  Stopping under a juniper tree, he wished he could die.  Within a brief span of hours,    Elijah displayed unusual spiritual strength and then fell victim to Satan's trap--discouragement.  The first thing that God said to Elijah was that he must get busy in the work that God had for him to do. (I Kings 19:15,16) After this, God used him mightily.         We learn a very practical lesson from Elijah's experience.  God calls us to a work, but many times the difficulties or physical weakness turns our eyes upon ourselves and away from God and the ministry entrusted to us. We become so concerned about ourselves that we are not able to put our heart into the work.  This is where discouragement enters.  There was work to be done but Elijah was discouraged and hid in a cave.  God encouraged him to do the work entrusted to him.

Chapters 1 - 12











The book of Acts is a book of ACTION.  The Early Church is portrayed as a moving, flowing body of believers.  God's great power and His radiant love and joy pervade the lives of the first saints. However, we must be careful in studying the book of Acts, so that we do not just read it as history, but realize that it is the New Testament revelation of what the Church should be today.  It is not a story of the past, but we are to read it as a vision for us today.  We are not to take the book of Acts and look back at it, but rather we should look forward to it.  As you study this exciting book, yield to the Holy Spirit so that He might implant a vision in your heart for a deeper walk with the Lord and give you a  desire for the power of God in your life.











ACTS  CHAPTER 1 - READ THE CHAPTER FIRST







The first chapter is introductory, giving a brief glimpse of the circumstances surrounding the dawning of a new age: the birth of the Church.  The book of Acts was written by St. Luke, who also wrote one of the four gospels.  Luke's gospel account and the book of Acts are both written to Theophilus, apparently a Greek convert. (Read Luke 1:3,4) The final instructions given by the Lord to His disciples were used as a background to explain why the believers were gathered in an upper room in Jerusalem.  These instructions given before His ascension are also recorded in the last chapter of Luke's gospel. (Luke 24:49-53) Chapter one begins with a repetition of these instructions and shows the obedience of the Lord's followers as they go to the upper room and continue in prayer, waiting on the Lord.
