DOG PARK RULES

(For Non-Daycare Customers)

At the Coco’s Canine Cabana Indoor Dog Park, with the fun come the rules. The rules are in place to create a SAFE, fun, healthy environment for all dogs!  Upon your first visit to the indoor dog park, please have a copy of your dogs shot records that we may keep on file.  Shots must include Rabies, DHLPP and Bordatella. We recommend that all dogs be on some sort of flea treatment and on Heartworm meds as well.
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Coco’s Canine Cabana reserves the right to excuse any dog at any time.
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Please do not bring your dog if it is exhibiting any of the following behaviors:

Coughing, excessive sneezing, runny nose or runny eyes, vomiting, diarrhea, or unusually lethargic behavior. If a staff member notices any of these symptoms, the dog will be excused immediately.
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If a dog becomes disruptive or aggressive, the owner should remove the dog from the main area to cool off. If the problem continues, a Coco’s Canine Cabana staff member can step in to assist and rectify.
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Please prevent your dog from jumping on other people.
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Children 6 years and under are not allowed in the off-leash dog area; children ages 9 - 15 years must be accompanied by an adult. Children are encouraged to stand against a wall or fence so they do not get knocked over.  Children are not permitted on the agility equipment.
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It is your responsibility to clean up after your dog. We will provide mops, buckets, poop bags, etc.
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All dogs must have collars, for the safety of your dog(s) and other park visitors; choke, prong (pinch) and spike collars are strictly prohibited.
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All dogs must enter and exit the facility on a leash.
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Female dogs in heat are prohibited NO Food allowed in play area (people or dog).
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Drinks are allowed, however NO Drinks in glass containers.
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Owners/custodians of a dog are responsible for the acts and conduct of their animal at all times when it at the indoor dog park. Dog park users and dog owners assume all risks related to use of the dog parks.
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Leave the treats and toys at home. Regardless of your dog's reaction to toys and

treats, other dogs may have issues with jealousy and guarding behavior. 
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A dog being chased may try to run its pursuer into a person in order to gain an advantage.  Stay alert!
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Quickly move away from the entrance area as you enter.  That will help disperse the group of dogs that will come over to welcome your dog to the park.  Move away from the fence so that your dog will not feel cornered or threatened.  This will lessen the problem caused when several off leash dogs, already in the park, come running over to greet the new arrival, perhaps overwhelming the arriving dog.
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Handler is limited to a maximum of three dogs.  If entering or leaving the playroom, do not enter the double-gated holding area if there is already someone in that area.  This will eliminate the possibility of both gates being open at the same time.[image: image16.png]
