Weekly Devotional 4-24-2011 GOD’s Gift
This week I got to attend my first ever “Seder” event. It was “AWESOME” I use that word very cautiously and reserve it for GOD, but that is the only word to describe it. My church, Grace Bible Church in Georgetown Texas had the event. I have never been to one before and to tell the truth had never heard of a “Seder” event. In the last eleven years being in church I have never attended a church that had this not to my knowledge. Attending this “Seder” event moved me beyond what I can explain in just a small devotional. I had not realized how much my own personal life was reflecting that of the Israelites until last night. At this point I fell to my knees and just started sobbing I didn’t even really know why. It was a cry of joy, sorrow and peace. The joy and peace wrapped the sorrow in the middle like a sandwich and I was comforted. 
Usually I don’t dream, or if I do I don’t remember it. This morning I was having a dream that I was taken up and dancing with several other people, we were dancing around up in the sky, everything was the bluest blue I have ever seen and the clouds were whiter than white, they were glowing, and I was so happy, it was the same feeling I had last night after the “Seder” event. I am completely amazed at how GOD shows us things in such big but simple ways. Furthermore, I realize how blessed we are even when we do not think we are, just like the Israelites in the desert. We are blessed because HE loved us enough to give ALL of Himself for us in death 2000 years ago. The best scripture I know of to capture all of this is John 3:16-17, we all know it:

“For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life 17 For God sent his Son not into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through Him might be saved. (NKJV)
