Weekly Devotional 3-20-2011  Letting the Light in the Darkness!

Last week was Spring Break and I had the whole week off.  I took the time to transplant my plants into bigger pots with fresh soil.  It was a beautiful spring afternoon the sun was shining there was a warm breeze blowing it was just one of those days to be outside doing something.  I was pulling the plants out of the pots and I noticed that there was hardly any dirt in the pot, there was nothing but roots.  These roots were twisted and wrapped around the entire pot of dirt.  I could hardly see the dirt for all the roots.  Now these pots were not too small for the plants when I put them in there.  However, in just one year this much growth had taken place. For me, in that one year all I could see was the exterior growth and all the flowers I got off of them, and the all the vines that grew off of my spider plants.  Inside the pot I could not see the root growth and what had taken place. 
This got me to thinking about our lives and the seasons of growth we have. The way we live and the changes that we go through.  As we grow year-to-year our roots inside our spirits grow also. They either sprout in good ways, or bad depending on what road we are walking down.  If we are not being productive and we are living in darkness the roots of our lives grow in darkness consuming our soul.  If we are walking in light and putting God first in our life, our roots grow in the light of our souls with Christ as our sunshine, our Eternal Light.  In Thessalonians it says:
Ye are all the children of light, and the children of the day: we are not of the night, nor of darkness. (1 Thessalonians 5:5)  
And in the gospel of John, John wrote: “This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but men loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil. Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed. But whoever lives by the truth comes into the light, so that it may be seen plainly that what he has done has been done through God." (John 3:19-21)
How saturated are you in your life, is your life saturated in darkness or are you letting the light shine through you?  Don’t allow yourself to have a limited perception of the seasons in your life. Don’t wait until your cup is running over to transplant yourself and give yourself new room to grow. Open your eyes, allow your perception to be undefiled. You could not put any better investment in yourself or your family than to walk in God’s Light and give yourself a chance to grow in His light and blessings. Do what you need to do for yourself and according to the scripture, the Word of God, always put Him first in your life.
