Weekly Devotional 3-12-2011    Hebrews 13 - Concluding Moral Direction
 

 1 Let brotherly love continue. 2 Do not forget to entertain strangers, for by so doing some have unwittingly entertained angels. 3 Remember the prisoners as if chained with them—those who are mistreated—since you yourselves are in the body also. 

Tonight I feel the Holy Spirit directing me to write on this scripture.  I often think about others and how “displaced” some people feel or are. Whether it is of their own choosing or it may be because of growing older or a disability.  I know loneliness and have been feeling awfully “displaced” in a world that I have so much to be thankful for because of what Christ did for me, for you, for us all.  Taking on human form and becoming human (Philippians 2:6-8) and dying as the “Blood Sacrifice” for us so that we could be reconciled.  No matter what kind of trials and difficulties that may come our way, we are reconciled, and we are received by our Creator because of His Son Jesus Christ, as long as we believe in Him and put our faith and trust in Him.  

Two weeks ago I cancelled my Facebook account. I would go on there and see everyone else’s lives and it would cause me depression because I do not have that. I am alone, so my brain tells me. I feel alone, but I am not God is always with me and His Holy Spirit speaks to me in the most amazing ways.  It may be softly and subtly or like a raging river when I feel I cannot go on and I am at the end and really wondering “where are You Father, where are you God?”  

Then I hear that still small voice saying “I AM HERE” “I AM” and then I remember what I am here for. We are called to be His Hands and Feet to be His Voice in a world that sometimes in not accepting of us.  I have lived through so much disappointment in my life and it seems every time I reach out to someone “needing” comfort from a human; I am disappointed and rejected again.  It is not their fault, other people have lives and their life priorities are valuable to them and needed by them. Feeling rejected that is a lie from the enemy!! He is a LIAR he is the ultimate LIAR!!  

Sometimes we do not realize the people God has put in out path are exactly who we are suppose to be doing for, caring for and just saying “hey I love you, I know you feel alone but “I am here.”  If you are feeling alone, look around there is always someone who needs you. You are worthy and valuable and you are a precious child of God’s, HE WANTS YOU!  And, not like Uncle Sam… more than the world He wants YOU!!  

I left out the reason I was compelled to write this devotional. It is because I have been praying to God to bring someone into my life that I could do some good for. Well today I went with the “Sunshine Sisters” from Georgetown Church of Christ to visit the shut-ins. People who can’t get out for health reasons or being elderly. To my amazement there was a couple who needed someone in their lives.  He has somewhat (pretty much) dementia and she is deaf.  Believe me she is all there except for the loss of her hearing.  She kept saying I just wish someone could do some “grocery shopping for us.”  Well I sat there and no one else said anything so I kept praying about it in my spirit.  I felt God telling me to offer to do it.  So I stepped up and wrote on the paper to her that I would but I could only do it on Friday or Saturday because those are my days off from school.  I am very busy working on my BA in Christian Counseling and Studies and all my time is devoted to studying… well most of it.  So I felt really compelled to say YES I would love to.  

You should have seen the sparkle in her eyes… it just made me warm and oozy… to see her smile on her face, she lit up. She started saying “are you a good driver?”  “ can you take me to get my hair done?” And before I knew it my response was YES.  The way I am looking at this is God put me in their path and them in mine, and every bit of my spirit was saying “DO THIS!” So with that I am off on the next “adventure” God has planned for me… for whatever reason I don’t know.  The one thing I do know is that “they may be angels” and they are such a sweet couple married 65 years… so here I go… PRAISE the LORD!!!
