Adoption of Children out of Foster Care System 

(For Georgia residents seeking a Nationwide Program)
“Every child deserves permanency and a loving family to call their own.”
Most people hear “Adoption” and immediately envision a beautiful newborn baby that a birthmother has made the selfless decision to place for adoption.  Not many people realize that there are hundreds of thousands of waiting children placed in the foster care system in need of forever families throughout the United States of America.  The latest statistics from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Children’s Bureau, An Office of the Administration for Children and Families, the Adoption and Foster Care Analysis and Reporting System (AFCARS) showed in 2014, that there are more than 400,000 children lingering in the U.S. foster care system.  These children are in need of permanency and a loving family to call their own.
The Foster Care System is flooded with children in care who have been abused and/or neglected and involuntarily and permanently removed from their biological families.  They have suffered tremendously at the hands of most often their own biological parents and family members, who should have been the ones to protect them, and they have dealt with the significant emotional trauma of losing the only family they know.
The journey to adopt out of the foster care system is an arduous one, at best.  It takes time, commitment, patience, and a strong desire to want to become a forever family to these children.

Our program is designed to assist families who have a deep desire to parent and raise older, abused, neglected, and medically fragile children and sibling groups.

Our program is twofold:  Upon contacting us and expressing a desire to adopt from foster care, we  hope to determine that your expectations of adopting a child or children who are in state custody, qualifies you for this program.  We are very selective in the families that we choose to accept into our program, because we know that this program takes “special families” in order to be successful.  If you are accepted into the program, you would move into the Home Study phase to prepare and approve you for your upcoming adoption of a child/children from the foster care system.  Upon receiving an approved adoption home study, you will then move into the program and begin locating a child/children.  
Our program manager, Julia Stevens, has been working with children in the “system” for 23 years.  Her passion and desire is to build families with the most fragile and “forgotten” children.  She brings a wealth of knowledge and experience in dealing with abused and neglected children.  She understands the foster care system and what DHS/DFCS/DSS social workers are looking for in families to adopt children on their caseloads.  She has worked tirelessly over the past 17 years to develop a successful program for our Agency, and she continues to want to build and promote this program to successfully build many more future forever families.   
What we have realized as an Agency, is that a family cannot go alone on this journey to adopt out of the foster care system.  Almost all states require a licensed adoption agency to work for and with you during this journey.  Mostly due to HIPPA regulations and also for the protection of the children.

We do not charge a “placement fee” for this program.  We offer our services on an hourly basis, which has proven to keep the potential adoptive families out of pocket expenses to a minimum.  Although there will be some up front charges to you, such as your home study fee, consultation fees, and travel expenses, upon placement of a child/sibling group, the sending state then enters into a contract for services with our Agency for post placement/adoption services, and there are no further expenses to you, the adoptive family.  Most states offer reimbursement for travel expenses, court costs for consummation of the adoption, and other fees that a family may incur prior to placement.  Upon adoption finalization, you will also be able to benefit from the Federal Adoption Tax Credit.  

All of the children in care come with Medicaid, and most states pay a monthly subsidy for care for the child/children, which is dependent on their level of care/needs, until they reach the age of 18-years-old.  Some states even offer more, like free college tuition if the child returns to their home state to attend college.  

We will assist your family with the following services:

2. Child inquiry follow up

3. Child profile/record reviews

4. Match staffing/meetings

5. ICPC approval and placement 

6. Placement preparation with family

7. Post Placement Supervision
