How Do Our Sins Affect God and Us
2 Peter 2:7-10  and delivered righteous Lot, who was oppressed by the filthy conduct of the wicked 8(for that righteous man, dwelling among them, tormented his righteous soul from day to day by seeing and hearing their lawless deeds) —  9 then the Lord knows how to deliver the godly out of temptations and to reserve the unjust under punishment for the day of judgment, 10 and especially those who walk according to the flesh in the lust of uncleanness and despise authority. They are presumptuous, self-willed. They are not afraid to speak evil of dignitaries, 

These people act opposite of God’s Will

they are bold and daring, obstinate and refractory, and will not only cherish contempt in their hearts, but with their tongues will utter slanderous and reproachful words of those who are set over them.  They rebel against God, against Elders of the Church against all authority

God’s will is going to be carried out regardless of how we respond to it

2 Tim 2:12-13 If we endure, We shall also reign with Him. If we deny Him, He also will deny us. 13 If we are faithless, He remains faithful; He cannot deny Himself. 
From the beginning we see how sin affects God

Gen 6:5-6 Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. 6 And the LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart. 

Rom 1:24 Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among themselves, 

Yes, a time in point comes when God says enough is enough and he gives us up over to the lusts of our hearts

People are often amazing how they treat God with contempt

Lets take a look at the Children of Israel back in the wilderness, they were there because of their failure to trust in God when they sent the spies into the land 

Ps 78:22-37 Because they did not believe in God, And did not trust in His salvation. 

23 Yet He had commanded the clouds above, And opened the doors of heaven, 24 Had rained down manna on them to eat, And given them of the bread of heaven. 25 Men ate angels' food; He sent them food to the full. 

27 He also rained meat on them like the dust, Feathered fowl like the sand of the seas; 

29 So they ate and were well filled, For He gave them their own desire. 

30 They were not deprived of their craving; But while their food was still in their mouths, 

31 The wrath of God came against them, And slew the stoutest of them, And struck down the choice men of Israel. 

32 In spite of this they still sinned, And did not believe in His wondrous works. 

33 Therefore their days He consumed in futility, And their years in fear. 

34 When He slew them, then they sought Him; And they returned and sought earnestly for God. 

35 Then they remembered that God was their rock, And the Most High God their Redeemer. 

36 Nevertheless they flattered Him with their mouth, And they lied to Him with their tongue; 

37 For their heart was not steadfast with Him, Nor were they faithful in His covenant. 

People today do the same things that these people did back then, nothing was learned by their dreadful results.

What is the result of our continual disobedience and rebellion against God.  This is what he said to Israel………

Isa 63:10 But they rebelled and grieved His Holy Spirit; So He turned Himself against them as an enemy, And He fought against them. 
Jeremiah the prophet wrote this about God and himself and the condition of his people

Jer 13:16-17 Give glory to the LORD your God Before He causes darkness, And before your feet stumble On the dark mountains, And while you are looking for light, He turns it into the shadow of death And makes it dense darkness. 17 But if you will not hear it, My soul will weep in secret for your pride; My eyes will weep bitterly And run down with tears, Because the LORD's flock has been taken captive. 

Jesus is also grieved with the Pharisees lawless lives and of course our lawless lives as well    /  Ex of healing the man with the withered hand and Jews looking for fault in him

Mark 3:5-6 And when He had looked around at them with anger, being grieved by the hardness of their hearts, He said to the man, "Stretch out your hand." And he stretched it out, and his hand was restored as whole as the other.   6 Then the Pharisees went out and immediately plotted with the Herodians against Him, how they might destroy Him. (hate)
Remember in our lesson this morning just say no to sin, some things we just can’t let happen,  the results are to difficult to face.

Eph 4:30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 
In this passage we see a broken hearted God still trying to save mankind

2 Peter 3:9-11  The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. 10   But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat; both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up.   11 Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, 
God :  Warns Before We Sin, Grieves If We Sin, Then Punishes Sin 
There is always grief when God’s words are unheeded

In Jeremiah’s day

Jer 4:19-20   O my soul, my soul! I am pained in my very heart! My heart makes a noise in me; I cannot hold my peace, Because you have heard, O my soul, The sound of the trumpet, The alarm of war. 20 Destruction upon destruction is cried, For the whole land is plundered. Suddenly my tents are plundered,   

Jer 4:22 "For My people are foolish, They have not known Me. They are silly children, And they have no understanding. They are wise to do evil, But to do good they have no knowledge." 

What should be our attitude when we sin against God (prodical son)
Luke 15:18-19 I will arise and go to my father, and will say to him, "Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you,  19 and I am no longer worthy to be called your son. Make me like one of your hired servants."'  
King David

2 Sam 12:7-9  Then Nathan  said to David, "You are the man! Thus says the LORD God of Israel: 'I anointed you king over Israel, and I delivered you from the hand of Saul. 

8 I gave you your master's house and your master's wives into your keeping, and gave you the house of Israel and Judah. And if that had been too little, I also would have given you much more! 9 Why have you despised the commandment of the LORD, to do evil in His sight? You have killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword; you have taken his wife to be your wife, and have killed him with the sword of the people of Ammon. 
2 Sam 12:13 So David said to Nathan ,"I have sinned against the LORD." 

Always consequences for our sins 

14 However, because by this deed you have given great occasion to the enemies of the LORD to blaspheme, the child also who is born to you shall surely die." 

Our Sins should bring Godly Sorrow

2 Cor 7:10-11 For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death. 11 For observe this very thing, that you sorrowed in a godly manner: What diligence it produced in you, what clearing of yourselves, what indignation, what fear, what vehement desire, what zeal, what vindication! In all things you proved yourselves to be clear in this matter.
