Although I may be bi-
ased, there are few
countries on the globe as
beautiful as Costa Rica.
With its lush green rain
forests, majestic moun-
tains and ocean front
beaches, both Atlantic
and Pacific, Cost Rica
has it all.

However, get into the
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cities or surrounding
communities away from
where the main tourist
attractions are and you
quickly find that many of
Costa Rica’s precious
people are casualties of
poverty, just as in all
nations. It is a universal
truth that people need
the Lord. They need His
love and mercy and they

need His power in their
lives to break the power
of sin: lack, poverty,
sickness and broken-
ness. These are the very
things that Jesus came
to deliver humanity
from. II Corinthians 8:9
says that Jesus became

meeting in particular I would
like to focus on, because it
shows just how in control Jesus
is when we are simply willing
and obedient to do His work.
