Bringing Bunny Home!!
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Allowing a bunny to become a part of your life is a rewarding and loving experience!
You are about to embark on a wonderful journey of becoming a bunny parent!  We at Clover Patch Sanctuary would like to thank you for bringing a beautiful bunny into your home, life and family!

The first several days your bunny will be slightly skittish in his/her new home and this is to be expected.  New sights/sounds/smells take a little time to grow on them.  If you follow a few simple steps listed below, we feel that your relationship with your bun will flourish in no time.
1. Make sure to keep all other animals in the home away from your bunny for several days/weeks as your bunny can get really frightened and injury could occur.  Once your bunny is acclimated to your home, introductions can occur in the proper way.  This transition is fairly easy with cats and well behaved dogs and may require more time with more hyper dogs.

2. Placing a sheet over the top of your bunny’s habitat for several nights at bedtime will make him/her feel a bit more comfy.  This is optional, of course, and may not be required at all if your bunny is not “high jumping” immediately.

3. Keep really loud noises to a minimum.  Bunnies like somewhat quiet environments.  Even after your bun is acclimated to your home, we still recommend loud “boom” amps be kept to a minimum.

4. Try not to “handle” your bunny very much for about a week once they are settled in your home.  We know the temptation is there to hold them immediately, but allowing them to settle in their new pen, get used to their surroundings and YOU being the nice person that brings them their food for that time makes for a WONDERFUL future relationship.

5. Remember that bunnies are the most helpless of God’s creatures.  Everyone is a predator to them.  It takes time to develop a relationship with a bunny but once it is developed, WOW what FUN!
