1 Cor 16:9.

 *Neh 4:1-7*

 *"And all of them conspired to come and fight against Jerusalem and create a hindrance".* 
Neh 4:8.

David was very determined to fight Goliath who had terrorised Isreal for forty days; yet he was initially opposed by his brother: Eliab.
*1 Sam 17:28* 

The disciples were using the name of Jesus to perform miracles, but it did not go down well with the  Scribes and the Pharisees.
 *Acts 3&4* 

Relying on the experiences of the people mentioned above, it can be deduced that opposition is an integral part of our destiny fulfilment and that it arises majorly against the fulfilment of the plan of God for our lives. 

Our Lord Jesus Christ also experienced opposition up to when He was crucified. 

In a nutshell, opposition is inevitable and  unless your assignment has the backing and support of God, you will be worn out by the opposition. 

The bible says:

*"If God be for us, who can be against us?* 
Romans 8:31.

 *Experiencing opposition should never be an excuse that will keep you away from the work God has called you to do, rather; be courageous and allow it to motivate you.* 

When the disciples were threatened and opposed by the Scribes;

 *"Peter and the other apostles replied, “We must obey God rather than men".* 
Acts 5:29.

Are you doing something God has put in your heart to do? 
By all means, somebody will try to oppose it, but they will not succeed. 🙏🏼

No one can stop the hand of God concerning what He intends to do through you. It's a matter of time you will be victorious in Jesus name🙏🏼.
