There are already over 500 GreenSpots on the map.  How many are in your neighborhood?
Making your house a GreenSpot is easy.  Just go to the GreenSpot web site and learn about the simple steps you can take around your house in three areas: Reduce, Reuse, Recycle; Conserve Energy; and Conserve Water.  You may find you are already doing enough to qualify – and you may get some new ideas on what else you can do.  When you are ready to commit, just hit the Join button and sign up.  Once your application is approved, you will get a decal to hang in your window, and your house will add another GreenSpot to the map.  
Is your scout troop, volunteer organization, neighborhood association or other community group giving time and talent to make Columbus a greener city?
