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Kingdom Freedom Minis-

tries Inc. began first in 

my heart in 2004 when I 
believed the Lord was 

leading me and my wife 

Teri to pioneer a new 

church in the mid-

Atlantic area. At that 

time I was an associate 

pastor on staff at Mont-

gomery Faith Fellowship 

(MFF) in Gaithersburg, 

Maryland. Little did I 

know what the Lord real-

ly had in store.  
 

In discussing my desire 

to pioneer a church with 

my senior pastor, Robert 

F. Miller, we agreed I 

should stay at MFF and 
plant a sister church in 

the Maryland suburbs of 

Washington, D.C.  This 

sister church would be 

directly connected to 

Montgomery Faith Fel-

lowship. A fine plan. 
 

Within a few years my 

world, along with that of 

the church at Montgom-
ery Faith Fellowship, 

was turned upside down 

when our beloved senior 

pastor, Robert F. Miller, 

stepped over into Heaven 

after a long battle with 

cancer. It was clear to 

myself and my wife Teri 

that we were to stay on 

at Montgomery Faith 

Fellowship for the fore-

seeable future. So we 

did.  
 

In 2007 my world was 

changed again when I 

went on a missions trip 

to Costa Rica, my first, 

with Reverend Brian 

Wills. I saw the power 

upon the Gospel as it 
went “to the nations” 

and I knew immediately 

that I had to be involved 

with this type of work. I 

still did not know all that 

the Lord had in store 

though. To go to the na-

tions was the work of 

evangelists and mission-

aries, of  which I was 

neither, or so I thought.  
 

 Clarity came for me 

when I traveled with 

Frank Borda Ministries 

to northeast India in 

2009. While preaching to 

a multitude there, and 
then seeing how the Lord 

moved on many hearts 

in response to an invita-

tion to know Him, every-

and ministering in two 

wonderful churches in 

Bacolod, Philippines.

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Kingdom Freedom Ministries Launch continued … 
thing came into focus. This was now 

the calling He was placing on my 

life. No longer would my ministry be 
to pursue pastoral work, but the 

work of an evangelist. That became 

confirmed again and again with 

each subsequent ministry trip and 

even as the Lord used other minis-

ters to speak into my life. 
 

Coinciding with the work He was 

doing on the inside of me came an 

invitation to move to Oklahoma and 

assist a fellow minister in doing lo-

cal ministry and overseas missions. 

In late 2010 the move to Oklahoma 

began and then concluded in early 

2011 as my family joined me.   
 

Fast forward to July, 2012. I have 

now had the privilege to go over 

seas to minister among the nations 

on six occasions. First to Costa Rica 

with Rev. Brian Wells and Healing 

for the Nations and then to India 
twice, to the Philippines and then 

again to Costa Rica with Rev. Frank 

Borda and Frank Borda Ministries.  
 

Most recently I traveled to the Phil-

ippines again when I was invited by 

Rev. Wanda Casper and Light of the 

World Ministries as the guest 
speaker for the June 2012 Comple-

tion Ceremony for Light of the 

World Bible Training Center (see 

Philippines 2012 article below) and 

as a guest speaker at the 2012 

“Called and Anointed” Pastors Con-

ference.  
 

In the mean time, the administra-

tive side of setting up Kingdom 

Freedom Ministries has been under-

way and is finally near completion 

with the establishment of the neces-

sary 501(c)(3) certification and our 

website, kfmi.org. This has taken 

far longer than Teri and I would 

have liked but we are seeing the 

light at the end of the tunnel. Over 
time the new website will be an im-

portant tool for the ministry and 

purpose of Kingdom Freedom Minis-

tries. We will be able to communi-
cate to our ministry partners, 

friends and anyone having an inter-

est, what God has and is doing 

through KFM. In addition, I fully 

expect the Lord to show me how to 

use this 21st century tool as an ef-

fective means of teaching His word 

and spreading His Gospel. 

    

 

   

 

During this conference, Rev. Wanda 

Casper taught on “The Ministry of 

Jesus is a Supernatural Ministry”.  I 
taught on the topics of “Honor”: 

honor to the Lord, honor to the 

Body of Christ and honor to hu-

manity. I also taught on “Living a 

Clutter-Free Life,” based on He-

brews 12:1-2, “let us lay aside eve-

ry weight and the sin that so easily 

ensnares us.”  The Lord has made it 

very clear to me  that touching pas-

tors and other ministers is and will 

be a key aspect of Kingdom Free-

dom Ministries. I can’t begin to ex-
press to you what an honor that is 

to me.  
 

This ministry trip also included 
ministering to the church families 

at River of Life Christian Center 

and True Life Ministry. God minis-

tered by His Spirit as several were 

saved and filled with the Holy Spirit 

and others recommitted their lives 

to Jesus.  
 

For each missionary journey, there 

are those who send and those who 

go, we absolutely must have both 

to fulfill His command. I want to 

thank each of you who prayed and 

who

While the plans for these trips are 

still solidifying, I know the Lord will 

open the right doors with His bless-

ing and timing as we walk through 

them, and I know it will produce 
Kingdom fruit to His glory.

Teri and I 

look forward to working with you 

and others as continue to do the 

work of ministry to which He has so 

graciously called us.  

 

  

For the balance of 2012, by God’s 

grace, Teri and I will continue to 

develop Kingdom Freedom Minis-

tries. As we go to the nations, our 

goings will include the United 

States. The USA is a nation that 

needs the Gospel as much as any.  
 

As of now, I have ministry engage-

ments lined up in Oklahoma and 

will also be ministering at Mont-

gomery  Faith Fellowship in 

Gaithersburg, Maryland during the 

gave finances into this Philippines 

2012 missions trip.
