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A Note from the Executive Director

This October will mark my 10 year anniversary as Executive Director of The Northlake CPC.  Reflecting back on the past ten years has truly been a faith building experience.  God has grown this ministry in miraculous ways!  When I first started we were a staff of one (me) with a simple mission to do whatever possible to save the lives of the unborn.   Our resources were limited, we were not a medical clinic, we had no ultrasound machine, no nurse, no counseling services, no abortion recovery program, but we had the Lord in our corner and the power of the Holy Spirit working through us.  Over the past ten years I have watched this ministry grow in leaps and bounds.  Two weeks after I started at the center I received a call from a man who agreed to purchase an ultrasound machine for us, and several months later the Lord provided the funding for us to be able to hire a staff nurse and expand our medical services.  The following year the Lord provided a huge donation which enabled us to hire a staff counselor which allowed us to expand our programs again.  In 2010 we faced one of the toughest financial years in our center’s history.  We were only a few thousand dollars away from having to close the doors.  Within a two month period, the Lord brought in donations equaling an entire years operating budget!  This year when our ultrasound reached the end of its ten year life, the Lord provided another machine for us.  I can honestly say that I have had nothing to do with these expansions except for having the faith to ask for the Lords help.  I can say with certainty that when we ask for provision from God, that He will supply our every need according to His will and purpose.  Having said that……I am about to ask God for something BIG.  For those of you who have been to our center, you know that we have outgrown this building.  Parking has been an issue for quite some time.  We have had pregnant women and children forced to cross the busy highway in front of our center just to attend their appointment.  We also have a storage problem.  When generous community members donate strollers, high chairs, cribs and other large baby items we are forced to store them in our detached garage which is dusty and damp.  It is not a suitable place to bring women, so items are not distributed in the most efficient manner and can become damaged if we have poor weather conditions.  We are also in need of a large gathering room where we can hold counseling groups, and a private office for our counselor.  Needless to say, we need more space!  So this is what we are praying for:  “A new building, in the Lord’s location and timing with adequate parking and ample space for expansion.”  We have been faithfully praying this prayer and we are asking for your help.  We are asking first and foremost for your prayers for God’s provision.  We are also asking for your financial support. Our 2013 Year End Stats
We saw 527 individuals in 2013 and had 2006 appointments. We performed 253 free pregnancy tests. We counseled 108 women considering abortion.  We provided 280 parents with food, diapers, clothing, formula etc.  We offered 97 women professional counseling.  We shared the gospel with 232 individuals, prayed with 480, and provided 418 with spiritual encouragement. We have cried with these women, laughed with them, and shared in their joys and sorrows.  All of it has been a privilege.
