STAGES OF PERIODONTAL DISEASE

[image: image1.jpg]1. Normal, Healthy Gingiva (Gums)
Healthy gums and bone anchor
ceth firmly in place.

2. Gingivitis

Plaque and its byproducts irritate
the ggums, making them tender,
inflamed, and likely to bleed.

3. Periodontitis
Unremoved, plaque hardens into
leulus (tartar). As plaque and
calculus continue to build up, the
gums begin to recede (pull away)
from the teeth, and pockets form
between the teeth and gums.

4. Advanced Periodontitis
'he gums recede farther, destroy
ing more bone and the periodontal
ligament. Teeth —even healthy
teeth—may become loose and need
o be extracted.
