	Highlight the inclusive teaching strategies relevant to the class

	Plan seating taking into account needs of  pupils with sensory impairment , distractible pupils

Avoid background noise 

Check light source in front of me not behind 

Face pupils when speaking

Cue pupils in to what I am  going to talk about and cue again when  the topic changes

Clarify, display and refer back to new or difficult vocabulary

Break long instructions down into chunks and say one at a time

Check for understanding of instructions -  ask pupil to explain them in their own words

Jot instructions down on post-it notes or ask a pupil to do this for a  study buddy

Use visual supports – pictures, concrete objects, visual timetable

Pitch questions so they are relevant for learning objectives at different levels

Give time/support before responses are required - personal thinking time, partner talk, persisting with progressively more scaffolding until child can answer correctly

Use buddying for seating and paired / partner work  -  more settled pupil paired with a child who finds concentration difficult, more able with less able

Plan pre-tutoring by TA for individuals/groups, where this will help them to access the lesson

Make sure TA knows learning objective for any pupil(s) they will be supporting

Use encapsulation – tell class the three main points lesson will cover , teach them, recap on them at end of lesson
	Make tasks more open/closed for different individuals and groups, according to need

Plan tasks as extended or short for different individuals and groups, according to need

Clearly explain and model tasks  – check for understanding, task cards or boards as reminders, make time available and expected outcomes clear

Provide resources to help pupils be independent – write down and leave up instructions after saying them, keep relevant material from whole class session on display, provide word lists or mats, dictionaries of terms, glossaries, maths resources such as number lines

Vary pupil groupings according to purpose and learning objective

Make arrangements such as buddying, adult support, taping where necessary to ensure that pupils can access written text / instructions

Plan alternatives to written recording for those who find this difficult– role play, drama, making posters, video recording, tape recording, dictating to a study buddy , mind mapping, card sorts, matching labels to diagrams or pictures
Use large print worksheets (12-14 point Ariel), cream/buff paper 
Use alternatives to copying notes from the board e.g. photocopy transcript of another pupil’s notes

Provide scaffolding for writing - writing frames, clue cards, choice of words to fill in blanks

Plan use of ICT as an access strategy - speech or sign supported software, on screen word banks, predictive word processing, annotating print-outs of  IWB pages
Give pupils opportunity to feed back in plenary in variety of media 

Give pupils time to copy down homework or provide it on a sheet
