Dear brothers and sisters, 

“a spirit of knowledge and of fear of the LORD, 

and his delight shall be the fear of the LORD.” 

The prophet Isaiah speaking about the one that God will send says that His sent one will carry this Spirit that has a list of gifts. Among 
them is the fear of the Lord. I was reflecting and seeing that many times we confuse this gift for something else. When hear fear, imme-
diately our thoughts can turn to Hell and punishment and getting God angry. But the word fear in Hebrew is “morah” — to strike terror 
and Isaiah uses another word that in the Old Testament is only used in reference to knowledge of God “weiryat”. So the gift of fear of 
the Lord is to arrive to a point of knowledge of God that you do not want to lose your relationship with God our of Love; like when you 
fall in love and you do not want the other person to leave. For this reason, St. John the Baptist is so important in Advent, it comes to 
remind us that we need to be careful not to loose this relationship and if we have lost it to rebuild it. 

Also, this week on Monday we will celebrate the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception please see bulletin for mass times. And on 
Thursday, we will have our 165th Anniversary Feast together with Our Lady of Guadalupe Feast. Please plan to attend and be there to 
give thanks to God for all these years and enjoy as a family the gifts that God has given us.
