He’s performed with many great vocalists of
our time including Ella Fitzgerald, Tony Bennett, Sarah Vaughn, Nancy Wilson...

Cole has graced the stage at the Village Vanguard, Carnegie Hall and even gave a command
performance for the Queen of England. His recent CD, “Richie Cole Plays Ballads and Love Songs”
garnered four stars (out of four) in Down Beat Magazine, while his newest and freshest release “The
Many Minds of Richie Cole (cover art created at Atelier 3 in Hollywood, Florida, and painted by local
artist Daniel Pontet) is sure to become an instant classic! An ex-denizen of Key West, Florida and
frequent fixture of the South Florida jazz scene, Richie is honored to be returning “home” to pay
homage to his old pal China Valles and the Sunshine Jazz Organization...
