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BEHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT POLICY
As a registered child-minder, I aim to treat all adults and children with equal concern and to make them feel welcome in my home. I aim to provide excellent quality childcare services for both adults and children. I recognise the need for reasonable and appropriate limits to manage the children’s behaviour in my care.
----------------------------------------
I do not and will not threaten or administer any physical punishment or any kind of punishment that will cause intentional pain or discomfort or any that would cause humiliation or hurtfulness to any child in my care. I use positive discipline as a more effective way of setting limits for children.

----------------------------------------

As a childminder from time to time I will come across children who will lose control, this is a normal part of childhood. In some circumstances it may be necessary to physically intervene or restrain.

Physical intervention can be regarded as reasonable only if the circumstances of a particular incident warrant it, to prevent a child having an accident or causing an accident to another person.

All incidents will be recorded and discussed with the parent to resolve any issues.
PROCEDURE

I will agree methods to manage children’s behaviour with parents before placement starts; this is discussed during initial visits before contracts are signed so that appropriate care can be provided.

Where-ever possible I will meet parents requests to the care of their children according to their values, this will be recorded with the child’s record forms and up dated regularly with parents.
I will offer regular meetings with parents to discuss any issues, preferably without the child present and I will expect the parent to inform me of any change of circumstances that might affect the child’s behaviour such as a new baby, parent separation, bereavement etc. All information shared will be kept confidential unless it is a child protection issue.
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POSITIVE BEHAVIOUR MEANS
Rewarding positive behaviour, because this encourages further effort from the child, punishment is destructive it makes a child feel powerless.
Praise, when a child gets praise for good behaviour they don’t seek it by misbehaving.

Encouragement not orders, because ‘do as you’re told’ teaches nothing, positive discipline means explaining why.
Encouraging self discipline and respect, children grow into people who need to behave well when there is no one to tell them what to do.
Being consistent, a child needs to understand the boundaries and that we mean what we say.
Setting realistic limits, as a child develops are expectations of them change.
Setting a good example, because children take notice and copy us, what we say and how and our body language.
If I have concerns about Childs behaviour which are not being resolved I will ask for parents permission to talk to other childcare professionals like health visitors or early years team for confidential advice. Concerns that could identify a child are kept confidential and are only shared with people who need to know the information.
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Biting Behaviour
Biting can be a normal childhood development stage, often observed when children find it hard to express themselves verbally or they are teething. Sometimes they will bite again as it is given a lot of attention.
If a child bites I will follow my Behaviour procedures and-

. Distract the child, moving them on to something else.

. Depending on age and level of understanding, discuss the behaviour when the situation has calmed down.

. Continue to observe the child and note any triggers to their behaviour.

. Keep other children safe through risk assessment and on-going supervision.

I will ask Parents/Carers to discuss the behaviour and to support the child together to stop the behaviour as quickly as possible.

Incident, Accident and First aid records will be completed , Physical intervention records if nessessary.
HOUSE RULES
· We take off our outside shoes when we come in to keep the house clean

· We do not use bad language, call each other names or deliberately

      hurt anyone else

· We are kind to each other

· We eat or drink at the table to avoid accidents

· We take care of toys, furniture and other equipment
