How the St Patricks for Alter Education Project works to support the Every Child Matters Agenda.
Be Healthy: The Young People at St Patricks will be given every support to follow a healthy lifestyle. The project will provide guidance on diet, sexual health, drugs, alcohol, bullying, diet, self-esteem and work life balance.  

St Patricks will also promote healthy eating and lifestyles through sporting activities, outdoor pursuits - gentle and high intensity and cookery sessions. 

Stay Safe: St Patricks will continuously work to provide a safe environment to work and study in. The Young People will be encouraged to think about their behaviour and consider the consequences to “risky” behaviour. Workshops will be a part of the daily routine, these will cover; drugs, diet, alcohol, staying out late, sexual relationship. Individual support sessions with agencies where appropriate will also be part of the package in order to assist the Young Person to stay safe.
Enjoy and Achieve: St Patricks will provide an environment that promotes enjoyment for learning and celebrates the achievements of the Young People. The Young People will have the opportunity to become a part of a positive community where they will be able to build strong peer relationships and reap the rewards of positive social interactions with their peers, St Patrick’s staff and members of the local community. 
The project aims to improve academic achievement, attainment and attendance through a combination of academic and social development studies. 

Make a Positive Contribution: St Patricks will encourage and support the Young People to make positive choices and value personal responsibility. The Young People will be supported to avoid anti social behaviour and crime and support those Young Persons that have been affected by such behaviour. The Young People will be encouraged to take part in community projects and share their opinions and values at appropriate external meetings and forums e.g. Hull Youth Parliament. 
Achieve Economic Well-Being: Our aim is to equip the Young People to succeed in life. This includes supporting them to access education, employment and training opportunities for their future economic wellbeing. St Patricks will support its Young People through the positive promotion of; post 16 study, employment, further training, budgeting and planning for the future. The Young People will have support and guidance to produce CV’s and experience interviews through role play and connections with local businesses for mock interviews.
