Weekly Devotional 5-22-2011 Let Go and Let GOD!

I have felt like I had to fight all my life for everything I desired. These are things such a job and lots of them, proving myself to others, fighting for the love of my only child (my daughter), fighting my daughter in her bad choices in life and the harm she puts my grandchildren in, fighting for my mother’s love, and even just joyful things in life like happiness for my grandchildren and myself. The keywords to the above sentence are, “felt like.” Feelings are false they can be very deceiving! Our life can take on a life of its own in the fight, the struggle that we defend so furiously really takes away any hope or faith we may have. Being in the mind frame of fighting and defending makes your light of faith and hope diminish because you are feeling the fight and the animosity that goes along with it, and not looking towards the light of Jesus and letting Him and the Living Word of the Bible get into your heart and do the fight for you. In 1st Timothy 6:12 (NASV) it says, “Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made your good confession in the presence of many witnesses.” In John 8:12 it says, “When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, "I am the light of the world: he that follows me will never walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life." Continue to pray “pray without ceasing” ask God to forgive you in your anger, hurt and pain that comes along in a situation like this, because all of those emotions are because you love and love is GOOD!
