Of course the room was filled with anticipation but, by this time, it was also filling up with folks...

Trio took the stage first- and as we strolled down memory lane they had folks dancing in the aisles.
These guys were phenomenal. They never missed a beat, and it was like they had played together just
the day before. They were all hyped. Not just about the gig, but about being here, about the vibe, and
hyped about being reconnected, if only for a moment.

Ladies and gentlemen this was also evident in the performance of Ms. Sandy Patton. If you recall, Sandy
was a featured vocalist with the Quartet back in the day, and for years it has been her wish to come back
to Miami and feel the warmth of “down home”. Her original composition “My Friend Joan” was written
for and about four South Florida women who share the name “Joan” and, as two of them were in the
house, it was an especially touching moment. She scatted her way thru some familiar standards and had
the house in tears on others. Sandy was in rare form that day, and she was ready for the Billy Marcus
Trio and the demands from the house.

To continue...I neglected to inform you of our other “special guests”. On the scene and sharing the stage
was Mel Dancy who treated us to a version of what has become his signature tune “Miami Miami”.
This, as you know, is an original composition, and has been adopted by Avenue D as “their” song.
We’re still waiting for the City to adopt this as one of the official tunes for the “Magic City”. More icing
on the cake was the appearance of the “Brothers 27, Jesse Jones and Melton Mustafa. Being in rare form
just doesn’t seem to fit them anymore. As Usual, they were awesome. We are all aware of Melton’s
medical condition, so it was especially poignant to see (and hear) this man in action. You should have
been there. And if you were there, you know that this was a most memorable evening. Thank you for
